Out ou thu I osum of tho lordly Hudson
river Bjmewberu In thu dento gray
fogs, tho no vim if iho nations were
safely cbnred by tho uniasy tide; tut
to those ftltlr as tbu daylight wore ull
Ibo rdgo ef night, tho ships were
spirited away In dsrkness aud no ejo
could pierce Into tho gray thickness,
where tho black waters wallowed about
their Iron sides and sullenly washed at
I row and s'orn. Hut as tbo day
broadened tv, o rows of bristling vcsseii
wero at length revealed though dimly
at thu best, for a peislitent rprlngtluu
rain was tailing and distances weto
uncertain, Indlitlnit.

Ono of the most I alnful results cf thu
storm was thu wilted, forlorn condition
ofnisuy beautiful decorsllons of build-
ings throughout tbu illy. All the lino
itleit of yesterday hau passed away;
the bunting was as dull
as tbo leaden skins above. Tho Hags
on Hits hcusotoiis floated heavily lu the
stlir breeie. After awhllo all New
York was arousod fjr u holiday, only
tu tlnd n stiady downpour of rain
uibetlug lu Ihu da) of Iho gnat naval
parade, and some hundred thouiaud,
who had arranged to view tbo grandest
marine apectacle over presented In
American wstsri, If not in Ibo world,
were disappointed.

Ihoralu did not keep all at home,
however. There was a steady
stream toward North river all
thu morning, and hundreds of
excursion boats, steam yachts,
tugs and other craft tilled with sight.
seers, were not Leptut home by Farmer
Dunn's disgraceful weather. Other
crowds nought places nlong the docks,
on tops of the buildings uud at Illvcr-sld- o

park, and tlodded through mud or
stood lu pools of watir with umbrella,
and mackintosh, weef lug In rojiortlon
to tho wet.

Theru was great disappointment on
the niuadron. Tho crack ships of ton
rmtloiie had bcin put lu riadlnita for
their I art In tho celebration.

On board
these the rain was most unwelcome.

The Jack
tars, Instead of being In holiday rig,
were lu uvery-da- nttlre.

As early as 8 o'clock tho naval ves-
sels began to put ou holiday attire.
United Btales flags wero runup lo tbu
mastheads on all thu Amerlcau and
foreign vessels, uud tbo lino steamers
f illowed, soon transforming what hud
been a collection of bare poles Into a
gaily decked forest of mails. Just as
everyone as excctlug Ibe program
to be carried out, word was passed
around that tho review bad been
postponed till 2 p. lu. and the signal
lost Cuihlugpsited out from the pier
and madu a rouud uf thu vessels, noti-
fying tbu communders of Ibo change.
