structive and useful. The; worm be-

longs to an extensive tribe ;of anlraaJs,called by the celebrated French natural-
ist, Curler, the Annelldre,5. from) the
.Latin word annatus,, a ring; the ani-
mals composing the class being formed
of a series of circles, perhaps answeringthe purpose f the spine and bones of the
higher, aolmsla. fcjome of:tne. worm
tribe form cells for themselves In' which
they live, while others simply, burrow
in the ground or float in water, as the
earth-wor- m and the useful leech, with-
out any apparent covering. To this
large clasa belongs that destructive ani-
mal, the wood-wor- m, .which, la so des-
tructive to ships, and ! to pi lis of wood
when In water. The unseen labors of
this insidious worm 'are thenore dan-
gerous, that it generally leavea the out-
er surface of the timber untouched,while the inner portion Us but a
