Road Supervisor Allen was
ingtructed to ascertain the awner of the
flock, and repair the road, and keep
record of the cost, and the same will be
assessed againgt the owner.

Commissioner Moore stated that he
had negotiated with John Ward of
Liperty for a strip of land for road
purposes, with the intention of doing
away with' the necesslity of two bridges
in the North Fork, and building the
road up the valley on all land above
the Forks. The price was to be $200,
and as soon as surveys are made by
the county surveyor, and title is ap-~
proved, the deeds will pass and the
yond will be opened.

OCominissioner Madson reported that
three retaining tanks In the Wilson
youd district, supplied by the new ar-
tesian wells, were completed, and the
county could begin sprinkling the roads
in that district. The county has pur-
chased a road sgprinkler, and the city
jg invited to put a sprinkler at work
from Wilson across the tracks, So as
to furnish continuously sprinkled streets
from the west side of Ogden across
the tracks to Wall avenua.

Mayor Nelson of Huntsville notified
the board that he had resigned as reg-
{stration agent of the district, and Mrs.
Nolson was appointed in his place by
the board.

Architect Woods presented plans for
