Salisbury, Massachusetts, and
tbe same year removed to .Haver--
bill, wbere his name appears as a
wituees to the Indian deed of that
place, dated Nov. 15. 1643. Three
more children were born to them In
Haverhill, and one at Newbury. Of
tbeir nine children, tne last oorn in
England the first born In America
died in infancy. All of the othe rs
married and had children. ;re was
licensed to keep an Inn at New
bury, and a ferry across the Merri
mack lliver. lie subsequently re
turned to .Salisbury and became
county mrelstrate. lie came to
Nantucket in luoy.on a prospecti
vojage, having obtained Peter Fol--
ger, txom Martha's Vineyard, aa ah
interpreter or the Indian language.
The company which purchased the
island was formed at Salisbury after
nis leturn. Alls son, James uomn
wno came in the boat with Ah
family of Thomas Macy, which
voyage Whlttier has immortalized
In his poem of "The Exiles," had
doubtltss: accompanied his father
on the former voyage. . All of the
early deeds conveylDg.land in Nan
tucket to this company recite nrst
the name of Tristram Coffin as a
grantee and his sons at one time
owned about one-four- th part of
Nantucket and the whole of Tuck
ernuck. ' ;

I do. not think that personal reli
gious persecutions had anything to
do with his removal to Nantucket,
although he doubtless despised the
intolerant spirit or Essex county,

- His place of residence In Nan-
tucket is described in a deed as
being at North ham or Coppomet
Harbor, (Capaum Pond being pro-
bably open to the sea), near the
old shear-pe-n gate. He doubtless
had other houses in this vicinity,
where a village grew dp around
him and a monument has recently
been. placed upon the spot, suppos-
ed to have been his homestead.

ConfeaKir, waa practically termin-
ated the 8 axon dynasty of Eng-
land. William, Duke of Norman-
dy, whom Edward had appointed
hla auccraaor. landed at Fevensey,
on the 8th of f5eptember, 1066. He
met Harold on the field near Hast- -
Ines and. after a loner battle, Har
eld fell Dlerced with an arrow, and
hla leoldlera fled from the field
Danlo atlcken. The Norman Con--
aaest was thru achieved, and Wll
11am. tbe Conaueror. noon after
crowned Hi eg.
fAccompanying William was an

army of 60,000men rolanteera from bv
adjacent parta of the continent.
wno crowaea to nia camp at me
month of the Dive, easier to share
In tbe YlcLnitndes of the campaign
This was a wonderfully romantio
age. and William was .aided by
many sovereigns and ptlaces and a
vast body of nobility from the dif at
ferent kingdoms. Those who" ac-
companied the conqueror became
barons, and knights, and esquires
and senrentsjof feudal times, and
in the divisions of the riches of the
conquered domain became propri
etors of rast estates, castles, abbeys,
Tillages and even entire towns.

There was one man among Wil
liam's conquering host In whom
moat of this large assembly, will
ever have an abiding Interest. He
was general of tbe army, aud his
name was Richard Colly n. From
what proTince he came, or what
ancestry he boasted, or what life
he had pursued prior to his adven
turous campaign, are facts which
do friendly hand has yet lifted
from the shroud of oblivion. He
shared in the spoils of the conquest,
became a tenant orpine crown, ana
his ..name was written In tbe
Domesday Book. All of the fol
lowers of William were noble In
rlgbt of their ..victory and foreign
birth, and the panab of Alwlngton
in tbe ceonty of Devon, appears to
have been conferred upon him with
tbe title of ir itiohard coma,
Knight, etc Fortledge was the
Cofttn manor, and through a period
of more than eigne centuries
streaming down to the present
time, an unbroken line of inherit
ance has been preserved.

In the history of the County of
Devon, In England, honorable men
tlon ia made of Blr Ellis Coffin
Knight of Cllat and Ingarby, in the
days of King John; of Sir Richard
Coffin, of Alwlngton, in the time
of 'Henry lit of Sir Jeffrey Coffin
and Combe Coffin nnder Henry III
and numerous other knightly de
soendants during successive reigns
till the time of Henry Will. Sir
William Coffin, Sheriff of Devon
shire, was highly preferred at the
court of. Henry VIII. and accom
panled tbe Klcg, as one of (18)
eighteen chosen by him, on a tour
nament in France, in 1519. He was
Master of the Herse at the corona
tion of Aans Boleyn, and a gentleman or tne ravy uouncii. Ale was
also lllgn Steward or the manor
and Liberties of titandon; County
of Hertford. At his death he be
queathed to his royal master, King
iienry, with whom he had been lu
special grace and favor, all of his
hawks and his beat horeea and a
cart. As be-- left no Issue he con-

veyed the Manor of East Hlgglng-Icn-,
County of Devon, to hla eldeet

brother's son, Richard Coffin, Esq.,
of Pot tledge. Blr William's monu-
ment, in Itandon Church, ia men-
tioned In Weaver's Funeral Monu-
ments (p. 631). - x.

Nicholas Ctffin, of Brixton (one
account says Butler's Parish) in
Devonshire, in his will, dated Sep-
tember 12, 1813, and proved Novem
ber 3, 1613, mentions his wife, Joan,
and sons Peter, Nicholas, Tristram,
John and daughter Anne. He was
too grandfather ofth emigrant to
New England:

Peter Coffin, of Brixton, in his
will, dated December 1, 1627, and
proved March 13, 1629, provides
that his wife, Jean (Thember) shall
have possession of the land during
her life, and then tbe said property
shall go to his son and heir, Tris
tram, "who is to be provided for
according te his degree and call
ing." His aon John Is to have cer
tain property when he becomes $0
years of age..; He mentions his
daughters Joan, Deborah, Eunice
and Mary, and refers to his tene-
ment in Butler's Parish called Sll- -
ferhay. He was the father of the
emigrant.

John Coffin, of Brixton, an uncle
of the emigrant, who died without
Issue, in his will, dated January 4.
1S28, and proved April 3, 1628, ap-

points his nephew,Triatram Coffin,
his executor, and gives legacies to
all of Tristram's Bisters.all under 12
years of age.

James I., whose reign bad been
adorned by Bbakespeare and Ba--
Oiu. died in l&zo, wnen Tristram
was 20 years old. Charles I. had
been upon the throne bat two years
when Tristram's rather aied. The
Petition of Right, in lG2S,sought tb
limit the powers of the Crown, and
the King soon after abolished the
Parliament and established the
Htar (jnamoer. xuriianiana was
making rapid strides, and large
numbers of Jfuritans were leaving
England. 8o great was the exodus
that the King prohibited their de
parture, and Hampdes, Pjm and
Cromwell were prevented froth
leaving. Abeut thia time, the Duke
of Buckingham was assassinated.
In 1&3S the Hoots, to maintain their
ecclesiastical rights, took up arms
gralnst the King, having framed
the celebrated Solemn League and
Covenant, and sustained tbe Par
liament In its opposition lo Charles.
The Earl of Btraffjrd and the
Archbishop of Canterbury, as chief
advisers of the King, were im-

peached and beheaded (the former
in 1511, ana the latter in i&uj. The
Presbyterians, who were now a
majority In the Commons.procured
the exclusion of the JLilshopa from
the House of Lords, In 1611, which
was followed by an act, in 1613. en
tlrely abolishing the Episcopacy, so
that Chansa began to realize tbi
without Bishops there would be ho
King. Under these circumstances
the Long Parliament convened.
