King John has given the name of
one of Ilia brothers killed infight
ing. M. do Sarseck was struck by

On tne i:d or isovemner, iho mug
was infoniei that his country was
definitely invaded, that the Kgyp- -

tian army had arrived at Aduiho- -

ala, tie last village that precedes
the Valley ot UonUet, ana mat tue
vanguard liad penetrated into that
valley. King John men mounted
ills horse to proceed to a camp
whither he had convoked the war-
riors of Abyssinia. The Khedive
had thought that the Negus was
goiug to can on tne mucus, nis
vassal, to supply the contingent
due, but as these princes had bceu
secretly hired by tho Khedive to
revolt, John saw they would refuse
to obey, and that lie would bo pow
erless, lie therefore preached the
Holy War. The Abouua, the re
ligious chief of AbyBsiula, had or-

dered a three-day- s' fast, to which
the King himself submitted, and
had commanded all the warriors of
the country, under penalty of ex
communication, to be present dur
ing it: aud at its expiration, at the
given place, John mounted . his
horse at the gate ot hia palace,
north of Adowa, at the foot of
Mount Challoda. Just as he was
about to give the signal - of depart
ure, aud when all the inhabitants
of Adowa and the iuvaded prov
inces were assembled, there was a
formidable earthquake. Men ami
beasts were thrown dowu, the roofs
of several houses were displaced,
aud from the summit of the Chal
loda blocks of stone and torrents of
dust were precipitated to the feet
of the King. Kvery one was alarm
ed. A moment of hesitation on the
part of the King and the terror
would have spread all over Abys
ainia, and left It to the mercy of
the Invaders. But John, jumpiug
from his horse, Hung himself on the
ground and cried enthusiastically,"I tlinnk I. oil fir win filirng nf nrrv
tec t ion, which show me that the
day has. at length come .when the
ancient land of Ethiopia shall ch
gulph her invaders." ,

'

A shout of joy well omen mese
wordc, and the King remounted
hia horse and lei t Adowa amid the
warm aud prolonged applause of
the multituue.

On the 8th of November M. de
Harseck proceeded to the King at
the camp, where he called Ins war
riors together, and his astonishment
may be Imagined at seeing the
Negu?, who, on the necoud of the
month had only a few hundreds of
cavalry. In command of a:i army
of 70.000 men. All Abyssinia had
responded to his call. A natioi
essentially leuiiai uiviuul into a
warlike aristocraoy and an inferior
class, tbe noblea and Princes are
nromnt to respond to a call to arms
aud six days had sulllced to collect
this formidable army. John, Willi his
whole army,encamped in the great
plain of Mareb, as if lie wished to
oiler battle to the vanguard posted
at Kherad-lska- . In the night,
while his camp fires, carefully kept
up, led i to the belief that he was
posted eight miles from the enemy,
12,000 horse crossed the March and
placed themselves on the Hank of
the Egyptian van at lets' than a
mile distant., At the moment
when the latter, concealed in the
woods were preparing to turn the
hill to fall back, there was heard
something like a long peal of thun
der, getting louder as it approach
ed, and before there was time to
give a command this living hi
cane covered tue narrow space on
which the little Egyptian troop was
massed. Tne lz,ouu Abyssinian cav
airy passed over the unfortunates
The Negus, from whom M. de
Harseck requested a letter in reply
to that of the President of the
French Republic, and who had
verbally consented to all required
of him, did his utmost to retain the
French Consul about him. He
would liked to beable toaflirm that
he rejoiced "In the protection of
France, shewing tbe official agentnear nlm in tne inidst of hia war
riors. But M. de Harseck declined
returning to Adowa, ana came
back after three different attempts
without having been able to ob-

tain the letter. At length, on the
17th, just as he was making up his
mind to return, for the, king still
remained, he received tbe follow
ing curious letter, of which my in
form ant obtained and preserved a
copy, a translation of which he was
kind enough to communicate to

From John, by the grace of God
King pf the kings of . Ethiopia and
of all its dependencies, to tbe Con-
sul of France, M. de Barseck. How
are you? My soldiers and myself,
thanks to: Heaven aud to the in
tercession of tbe saints and tbe God
of Armies, are safe and . sound.
Good news! I have conquered.' By
the grace of God I have beaten my
enemies. Of all the Egyptians who
invaded my country not one nas
survived. All are dead. My heart
rejoices. .Thou, toyf friend, come
now'withoutloss of time. Written
