SHOT AND HO MISTAKE.

Porao of tho rro,nl.ltes In n dairy cow
are large dlgestlro lowers, indicated by
a capjcloo stomach, suggestive of n
good appetite and good assimilating
ability, broad lilw, deep loins and tides,
and evidences of n strong, robuat consti-
tution, with plenty of room for hoart and
long action, says The Indlam Farmer.
Thwo are all of Importance, and ahonld
bo found imminently present lu the
dairy cow selected with a vlow of mak-
ing the most prolltahle relnm.

l'roressor Stewart says, touching the
selection of the dairy cow, that having
determined her capacity of digesting
surilus food for making milk, look

to the receptacle holding It the
ndder and Uw veins leading thereto.
The cow may assimilate a largo amount
of food which goee mostly lo lay m
fleih and fat, burlf she has a long, broad
and deep ndder with large milk vein
It Is safe to conclude that her tapoilly
for digestion and assimilation la active
In filling this receptsclei In fact tho
odder la the first point lo ronilder
In the cursory examination of a cow If
It reach! to the back line of tbe thigh
nnl beyond, well up behln 1, well

Is broad and moderately derp,
with teats well apart and of good alio,
akin soft and elastic. It may be Inferred
wltli confldenco that riatoro hat w
vlded means for filling It.

If the ndder be u small round cylinder
hanging down In front of the thigh
like rt six quart poll the cow cannot bo
n, profitable milker, whatever dlgcstlvo
apparatus she may hare.

A yellow skin and the Ins! loot her
ears to match f almost universally re-
garded a present In the cow that gives
rich milk vellow in color. Hut afl r tho
indications mentioned am found nil

In the first place, the butter mmt bo
good In order to command tho top mar-
ket price, not forgetting that lu very
warm weather extra precautions must
bo taken In tho matter of uslug Ice when
gathering croam, watching it closely
during ripening process, and perluii,i
charntng it little oftencr. Ily doing so
wo belicvo there, would be much less
ouur butter made,

In thoaeoond jlace, use pscksge to
suit tho market, llntter patted in eolt
wood tubs, assorted clree, commandsthe
best prico here. Do sure and soak the
tubs for twenty four hours before using,
u qnlte a numbt r of tubs of butter spoil
on sides, owing to neglect in preparing
packages, of courau that means low
price.

When you get ready to ship select
yonr commission merchant. Bhlp jour
goods fresh "thoy aro never better"
aud ship eiery week, thus giving him a
chanco to get up a line of customers that
ran depend on getting your bntter i cry
week. Jn that way the trado git to
know ) our brand, It suit tho consumers,
and they will pay good prltes rathir than
take the chanco of some other creamery
eultlug

The maker who sell ono weok and
ship the next, and ket p changing

men, can never exjiect to get top
prices, ns ono houso does not handle the
butter leng enough or regularly enough
to get up n reputation,
