Nothing else can be found any-
where, among any of the professed
religionists of the world; the near-
est approach can be found, unt
among ministers, but in tbe yel
low-back- ed literature or tne perluJ,
for they do sometimes refer to the
prospect of "eternal unions" here af
ter, while the churches recognua
no such principle, uod has re
vealed t through His fCT7AuY
Joseph Smh Something more.

nas told us about our asso
ciations hereafter. Me has
told us about our wives and our
children being sealed to us that we
might have a claim on them in
eternity. He has revealed unto us
the law of celestial marriage, asso-
ciated with which la the principle
of plural marriage. I will speak a
little upon this subject. It Is very
seldom that I refer to it, but there
is need for it occasionally. I speak
of it as that law given to as of Uod.
I do not know, but I have been lu
formed, that there are those wuo
seem to be opposed to this law iu
one or two placts where we hve
been traveling. Now,; 1 dare: not
oppose anything of the kind. I
dare not violate any law of God. And
I will tell you what Joseph Smith
said upon the uiject. He present-
ed this principle to the Twelve and
called up-- n them to obey it, and
bald if they did not, the Kingdom
of God could not go one step fur
ther. Wbj could it not go one sten
further? Because we had a religion
to live by, but none tbat placed our
associatious upon eternal principles
or gave us a claim upon eou other
in the family relations in the eter-
nal worlds.; But through this rjrln- -
ciple we could b3 sealed to one an4
othetj&rough time and eternity; we
could prepare ourselves for an exal
tation in tbe (jeJesilal Jtungdom of
God. it is one of the greatest bles
ings that ever was o .inferred upon
the human family. It is an eternal
law which haa always existed in
other worlds ai well as in this
world. I will here call your atten
tion to the revelation Itself, which
reads: I : -

"Verily, thus eaith the Lord unto
you, my servant i J oseph, tnar inas
much as 3 ou have inquired of my
hand, to know i ami understand
wberein I, the Lord, Justified niy
servants Abraham, Isaac and Jacob;
as also Moses, David and Solomon,
my servants, as touching the prin
ciple and doctrine of their having
many wives and concubines

"Behold I and to, I am the Lord
thy God and will answer thee as
touching this matter:

Therefore, prepare thy heart to
receive and nbey tbe instructions
which I am about to give unto you;
for all those who have this law re
vealed unto them mast obsy the
same." '

, ......
This you will see is strictly In

accordance with what I have told
you Joseph Smith told the Twelve

that if this law was not practiced,
if they would not enter into this
covenant,, then the Kingdom of
God could not go one step further.
Now, we did not ' feel like prevent-
ing tbe . Kingdom of God from
going forward. We professed to be
the Apostles ot the Lord, and did
not feel like putting ourselves in

position to retard the progress of
the Kingdom of God., The revela-
tion, as you! have heard, says that,
"all thote who have this law re
vealed onto them must obey
tbe same." i Now, that is not my
word. I did not make it. It was
the Prophet of God who revealed
that to us in Nauvoo, and I bear
witness of this solemn fact before
God, that He did reveal this sacred
principle to me and others or the
t welve, and in this revelation it is
stated that it is the will and law of
God that "all th e who have this
law revealed unto them must obey
the same." , And tt e ie relation
farther cays: ; - f.

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the Priesthood the Presidents of
Stakes. Bishops. Priests, Teachers
and Deacons to be governed by the
law of God and to see that there is
no Inlaulty erevailing In the Church
and If there is, it must be dealt with
according to tbe law of God, and not
according to tne notions ana opin-
ions of men. We have no right to
condone this and to change the
other, and to think that we are go
ing to save men by permitting all
kinds of Inlaulty to abound. It is
the duty of those In authority to see
things straightened out. Matters
are sometimes allowed to go on to
that extent that hard feelings, di-

vision, contention and strife arise,
and all this because Teachers, Bish-
ops and others do not do their duty.In our Bishops Courts, and in our
High Councils, we muit be govern-
ed by the law of God, and not by
our notions and sympathies, or any-
thing of that kind, and not because
it is somebody's son, or somebody's
brother, or somebody's relative. If
I have any eons, brothers or rela-
tives, and they do something wrong,
bring them up and adjudge them
aooording to the law of God, and do
the same with me and with every-
body else. We sometimes think we
will bear with this, that and theother
thing. Perhaps a man may be a
drunkard, and being a pretty good
sort of a fellow, we thiS we will
bear wit!: iuin. I tell you he ought
to be dealt with aooording to the law
of God, and the same for Sabbath
breaking, adultery and other viola
tions of His laws; The saints can
not violate any of the laws of God
with impunity, and ' the officers of
the Church ought to seer that they
do not do it. we must not be gov
erned by sympathies. My sympa
thies in the case that I related Were
very strong; but I must not be gov
erned by sympathies L must te
governed by the law of God.

"The law of tbe Lord is perfect,
converting the sVJl." Gcd has or

anisod His Church after the pat-
eraf that exists in the heavens, and

has given us laws for the govern- -
ment thereof, and placed at the
head of It the . hoiy Priesthood,
which Is after the order of Melchlse- -
dek, which Is after the order of the
Son of God, and which is after the

of an endless M.'e,and thenewer also introduced .the Aaronio
Priesthood as an appendage to the
other. And what are these Priest
hoods? The Priesthood is the rule
and government of God as it exist-- ,

whether in the heavens or mtbe
earth, and wherever tbtrt Priest-
hood Is Introduced, and the Gospel
is introduced, life : and Immortalityare brought to light; so tbad men
can be placed In communion with
God; so that by tbe spirit of lighttrutn and revelation they cat roll
back the mists ofdUBjaeas,gaaedo n
the vista of future ages, ani t on tem-
plate the purposes of God a aney
roll forth la ail their majesty, pow-
er and glory; This is the positionthat we as Priests of :the most
High God ought to occupy. We
should feel that we are not living
for ourselves, bat that me are liv-
ing for Jod living to accomplishHis purposes. We are here to
baild up His Church and to purifyit from all evil, tbat It may be pre
sented before . the Father as . the
bride, the Lamb's wife without spot
or wrinkle. We are here to build
up a Zion unto the Lord of Hosk
a Zion, which signifies the pure In
heart a people who will be ore
pared for the great events that are
about to transpire upon Oils earth,and who will be able to stand the
convulsions that will over tin ow the
world and He has given us the
Priesthood for that very purpose.

But there are those la our midst,
who, although they have a name
and a standing In the Cburcb. dis
regard the authority of the Priest--
nooa, both iccal and general. I
hear sometimes of parties, and of
cliques, and of rings in our midst.
What I what, a paity in the Church
and Kingdom of Gcd? What ! rings
associated with the principles of
eternal truth associated with the
celestial law that emanates from our
Heavenly Father? The devil got
up a ring and was cast out of hea-
ven for getting it up, as also a third
part of the spirits who associated
themselves with him. They were
cast out because tbey dlvised prin
ciples tbat were in opposition to the
word and will and law of God. and
every man who follows In their foot-
steps, (unless he speedily repent,will be placed hi the same positionwill also be cast out. The law of
God must be put In force against
the transgressor. No man who
professes to be a Latter-da- y Saint
can transgress with Impunity. The
Priesthood of Uoa cannot, ba disre-
garded with Impunity. We have
men in oar midst who are not afraid
to speak against the authorities of
the Church in the localities in
which they live. Jude, In his gener-
al epistle, refers to such men. He
alludes to them mi "filthy dream
ers who defile the flesh, despite do
minion, ana speak evil of dignities.
Yet," he says, "Michael, the arch
angel, when contending with tbe
devil he disputed about the body of
Mcsss, durst not bring against him
a railing accusation, but said, Tbe
Lord rebuke thee. But these speak
evil cf those things which they

not " w cloudsknow they are
without water carried '' about of
winds wandering stars, to
whom is reserved the blackness of
darkness for ever. - These are mur
murers, com plainer, walking after
their own lusts; and their mouths
speaketh great swelling words, hav
ing men's persons In admiration be
cause of advantage." 8 j also Peter
speaks of such characters, "But
these as natural brute toasts made
to be taken and destroyed, speak
evil or the tnings that they under-
stand not; and shall utterly
perish in their own corruption."
Now. we have such men as these
up and down. Lthink Brother Ho--
tea Stout describes them as "smsrt
Alecs." They think they are wiser
and better than other people, and
they want to regulate-- the aairs of
God, when God has given them no
authority to do it. But it to woe to
those who fight sinst the author
ities of the Church of God. Let
such be brought up before proper
tribunals: for no back-bitin- nor
any thing of that kind can be sano--
tinned in the Church and luagsomof God, These are things that pre
vail more or lrss la varies rata of
the Territory I sappose we have
them to meet.. They have always
been, to a greater or lss decree,
mixed up with the Church and
Kingdom of God upon the exitb;
but it la for the authorities to turns
tha Church cf all such thirds, end
ta have a pscple who will ta cnltsd,
who will be one, and wher will b
governed by the'law of 'God. If I
violate any , law ot the Church,

perform, and there are duties and
responsibilities resting upon as that
rest upon no other people. There la
no man living or that has lived that
could have organised and set In or-

der tbe work in which we are en
gaged. There are no men living, un-
aided by the Almighty, who are
able to carry out thia work to its
consummation. All that have op
erated in It have had to trust in the
living God for instruction, guidance
and Bupporr, and all that will here-
after operate in it or that are operat-
ing in it now will have to trust to
the same source. This work la one
which is associated with the cur- -
poses and designs of Uad which Ue
contemplated and planned from be-
fore tbe foundation of tbe world.
fhe day in which we live has been 1

spoaen ana propnealea or rj xxe
Frophet that iuve existed since the

CI.j war, and it is in the Hcrintures
emphatically denominated "the dis-
pensation ot the fulness of times'
wherein Uod will gather together
all things in oe, whether they be
things ou the tarth or things in the
heavens. Ntithtr Joseph (Smith,not liyrum smith, nor Sidney Kig-do- n,

nor Uriguam Young, nor my-
self, nor anybody associated with
the Church at the present time
have had anything to do with the
origination of these things. This
work was commenced by the Al-
mighty, it haa been can led on by
Him, and sustained by His power,
and il it is ever cone am mated it
will be by the power, and direction
and suatawanoe of the Lord Jehovah,
of Jesus the Mediator of the new
oovena?. t, and then through the
medium of the Prleethoou here up-
on the earth. These things origina-
ted in the heavens In the Ojuncil
of tbe Uodr; and the organization of
the Friesthood ana tbe power there-
of and everything pertaining there-
to .has been committed irom the
heavens through Joaeph timith,
principally, and through others who
nave been aasoolated with him in
tbla great woik. "

Tbe times In which we live are
pregnant wiih great events, and
there will things come to pass that
will effect all people wars and ru-
mors of wars, pestilence, earth-qaske-s,

the waves of the nea liXtlog
loemselves beyond their bouudt;
these and other judgments will go
forth among tLe nations of tue
earth until, aa the Bcripturcs say, it
will be a vexatioa to near tbe re-

port thereof. I would simply, re-

mark, however. In relation ta these
things that they are the decrees of
the Almighty. They are not any-
thing which has originated with
us. We find them referred to in
the Holy Bible, the record of the
Jews, we find them referred to in
the Book of Mormon, : the record
of the Nejhitea, and also in the
revelations given

' unto us ' from
the JLord through the iropbet
Joseph Smith, ana there are maay
iaow living that . know that these
events will transpire by things that
have been manifeated unto them.

Associated with thia great work
oi God is the principle of gathering,
and the labor or builaing temple
We have been gathered from the
different nations of the earth to the
land of Zlon that we might be
taught of God, and be subject to
the will of Uod, the word of Uod,
and the law of Uod. A temple was
built in Klrtland, Ohio, at a very
early stage in ; the history of the
Church, in the year 1836, or six
years after the organization of the
Church. Borne of tbe ordinances
of God'd house were revealed and
practiced therein, and many rev-

elations, visions, . and . great
manifestations of tbe power ot God
were given unto the people. After
wards there was a temple, built at
Nanvoo wherein further develop
ments were made, and other and
more advanced ordinances were re
vealed and administered. It was by

great struggle - and indomitable
energy that these things could be
accomplished at all. Jfrevlous to
the completion of the latter temple,
Joseph and Hj rum were killed
But finally 2he temple was finished
and dedicated to God, and a great
many rrinclples tbat had been re
vealed to Joseph Smith and which
he i communicated to tbe leading
authorities of the Church previous
to his death were there carried
out and adminiateted In by
the Holy .Priesthood. We are
no Luildiog other temples. Txeie
la one that was completed several
years ago in Bt Georg, and many
thousands or people have been ad
ministered to ana for in that tern
pie, pertaining both to the living
and tbe dead. We have another
temple in Logan, also another In
Mantl, both of which are progress
ing very favorably, as well aa tbe
one in salt LAke City. , JNow, m n- -
gacd to the use of these temples,
neither we nor anybody eke living
had any iJea until it was revealed
to us from God. Just tbe same as
tbe first principles o the Gospel
were revealed, for they were no
whereto te found oa tbe earth.
Joseph Smith said to the Twelve in
my bearlug prior to their departure
for Great Britain, If you come

roes a people who have even the
first principles of the Gospel of
Christ correctly you need not bap
tize them, for the poesossion of those
principles will be a sign tnas tney
have some portion of the lioij
Priesthood." And to this the Apos
tle John bears testimony when be
says, "Waoeoever traa-greaeat- n,

nd abide th not in the doctrine of
CbrUt, hath . not God. He that
abldeta in the doctrine of Christ,
he bath both the Father and the
Bon." But I never found anj bady

Sometime after these things were
mede known to us, I was riding oat
or Nauvoo on horseback, and met
Joseph Smith coming in, he, too.
being on horseback. Some of you
who were acquainted with Nanvoo
know where the graveyard was. We
met upon the road going on to the hill
there. I moved to Brother Joseph.
and having done the same to me he
said: "Stop." acd he locked at me
very intently. Look here," said
he, "those . things that nave been
spoken of must be fulfilled, and if
they are not entered into right away
tne Keys will - ro turned." Well,
what old I . do? Did I feel to stand
in the way of this great, etarsi
principle, and :zZ lightly the
thine- - oT God? .No. I replied:
Brotber Jotepb, I will try and carry
these things out, and I afterwards
did, and I have done it more times
tban once; but : then I have never
broken a law of the United States
in doing so, and I am at their defi--
anoa to prove to the contrary.I hate related this to show why
these eternal covenants are entered
into; and that man among you who
would seek to pervert these things
and teach them to others and seek
to fustrate the designs of God in re
gard to them. I tell you God will
lay His hand upon him unless he re
pent, ana speedily takes another
course. I don't know when I have
talked so p'ainly as I have done to-da- y;

but these are the feelings of
ou neart and they are true. It is
for us to magnify our callings and
not to tamper with the things of
Uod.' We mut sustain and main
tain the principles that God has
committeu t us Inviolate. ' And
about this nati m ! and lis iJeas and
feelings, we ask Very little of tan
reasonable men who are not aoquain- -
tea wiin tue principles or which
they speak. This nation will have
enough to do by and by without
troubling itself about us. It Is for
us to learn the ways of God and to
place ourselves In subjection to His
law.1 And then it is n it enough for
men to be married ' to wives and bs
sealed according to the order ot God,
uiey must treat tnem arignt whn
they have them; they must treat
them as they would treat angels of
God; tbey must be full of kindness
ana metcy ana Jong-sufierln- g; theymust provide ror tnem and make
them happy and comfortable, and
take care o the families they have
by .them, and in this way gain the
favor of God, and the respect of all
honorable men. The laws of heaven
must not be violated. We must
keep sacred the holy covenants we
have entered into. I will here re-
late a circumstance that came un-
der my notice a short time ago.
which will serve to show the terri
ble ounsequeuces following a viola-
tion of the law of God.

A certain Bishop wrote to me to
know what should be done . In the
following cast: A man had been
away from home on a mission, and
during his absence his wife had com
muted adultery. I replied that the
woman would have to be severed
from the Church: but rs a nested
that the aggrieved husband should
call upon me. He did so, bringingwith him his deilnauent wife and
three beautiful little boys three as
beautiful little boys as I ever saw.
He also brought with him the villian
who had done the damage. But I
told him to take him away, I would
have no communication with such a
con tern stable wretob. The husband
explained that he wished , to talk
with me in the presence of his wife

it was agreeable. He wanted to
know what was to be done in the
case. I told him I should bs under
the necessity of - confirming the
Bishop's decision in the case, but I
wlu have read to you what the law
says upon the subject. George Bey--
noma, wno is one oi my secretaries,was presenr, ana l asked him to
read certain portions of tbe revela
tion on celestial marriage; for theyhad been married according to that
order. .That revelation states that,

if a man receiveth a wife in the
new and everlasting covenant, and
if she be with another man, and I
have not appointed unto her by the
holy anointing, she hath committed
adultery and shall be destioyed."
And in another place it says, "they
shall be destroyed In the flesh, and
shall be delivered unto the buffet--
lugs of Satan unto the day cf re-

demption, salth tbe Lord God."
Now, said I, I did not mike that
law, i find it in the word of God.
It is not my province to change it.
I cannot make any change. 1 am
sorry for these little children. I am
torry for the shame and infamythat has been brought urxmtbem:
out a cannot reverse tne law or uoa
I did not commit this crime: I am
not responsible for it; I cannot take
upon mself, the responsibility of
other peoples acts. Well.lt made
my heart ache. The husband wept
like a child, so did the woman: but
1 could not help that. I speak of
this for the purpose of bringing uu
other things, and of presenting them
Derore me people. And the princi
ple ueaire to impress upon their
minds is, that wa have no right.

The President of a BtaVa h tin
right to violate these laws; his Coun-
selors have no right to do it: the
Bishops have no right to do it; the
Priests, Teachers and Deacons have
no right to do it. God has called as
w stand In holy places, and has
placed upon ns the responsibility or
the Pritsthood. He expects us to
be as true to that .Priesthood and to
tbe administration thereof as the
Gods are in the eternal worlds. , Ws
may think we can do this, that and
the other irrespective of the word of
Qod, tut let It bs understood that we
cannot bMe anything from the
Lord; the Scr!Dtures aav. "hell and
destruction are before the Lord: howmuch more then tbe hearts cf tha
children of men." We may succeed
in hiding our afialra from rasa; bat
