AS TJtE most prominent otJecUvo
point of plots, conspiracies and dia-

bolism, tho Czar stands
ujion the continent or Europe. But

The tem-
perature is exceedingly low on tho
day which sees no scheme in process
or formation or development, having
them In view as intended victims.

Tlio latest antI."Monnon" con-

spiracy which has come to the sur-

face embodies a proposition to
"Mormon" immigrants from

landing In the United Stati- -,

on tho ground that their coming
is in violation of the law of
Congress which prohibits the en-

trance of foreigners w ho have
for this country under a con-

tract to labor. The plan Is to make
a showing to the eflect that arrange-

ments are made In advance, by tho
leaders of the "Mormons" in Utah,
to give employment to converts
who como from abroad. If proof
to this purport can be adduced be-

fore the officers of the government
who have supervision over the
landing of immigrants at Atlantic
port, It is the expectation of the
schemers that the tide of "Mor-
mon" immigration w ill be effective-
ly and permanently ehecked.

There is only one difficulty In the
way of the successful working of
this plot, but, in our opinion, dis-

couragement and despondency will
ocrcomu the plotters before they
do the obstacle. The Impediment
refenvd to is to get the proof of tho
proposition that "Morraon'l immi-
grants are contract laborers. Th Is will
bo hard to do for the reason that no
evidence of such a fact has any ex-

istence. Xo witness could be found
having any knowledge of it. Xo
circumstances could be pointed out
Indicative of it. A billiard ball is
not more destitute of hair than is
tlie proposition referred to of evi-
dence in its support.

Tho negative tetimony Is,on the
other hand, unlimited In its abun-
dance. The "Mormons" in Utah,
and thc-- on shipboard, to a man,
could testify that no arrangements
arc made In advance for the employ -
ment of the Litter. They come not
knowing how they will earn or ob-

tain their bread. Often, probably in
most caccs, they do net know the
town in which they will
locate. They reach some railroad
point In ope of the Territories, gen-
erally selecting the ono nearest to
where they have friends or ac-

quaintances living, if they have
either in the country, and their
future course depends entirely upon
the developments that transpire
from day today.until they at length
find or fix upon a permanent home.
They work at whatever they can
get to do, and fir such wages and
kinds of pay as may lie obtainable.

I This contract labor scheme may
as well be abandoned at once. It
cannot ce made to work.

If a
policeman sets two men lighting
with fisU and feet, ho will arrest
them, because fighting of that char-
acter would bo a viulation of a elty
ordinauce. But if one man cuts
another man's throat with fatai
effect, the case is "count business,"
and tlie city police need not exert
themselves to apprehend the mur-
derer. Should a witness of the
homicide seek to procure his arrest)
ho mu-- see the county attorney ;
the city attorney is not aid to pre-
pare affidavits nor warrants for the
arrest felons,

Hurglary is a felony; then fore the
arrotand prosecution of burglars Is
"county business" and outsldo the
purview of the city police. Any
citizen w ho imagines tliat the wear-
ers ot blue suits and brass buttons,
who promonade the streets are paid
to protect the people rrom licing
shot, at the caprice nrdruuken des-

peradoes, or to bo a check upjn the
enterprising burglar, or to

In a restraining waj
wiui who contemplate
the commission, orhave committed,
any felony, are laboring under a
delusion. This is ail "county busi-

ness." Ifcitlzens fear housebreak-
ers they must apply to the county
for protection. If they have been
shot or shot at, they should save
themselves time, trouble and disap-
pointment by applying to the
sheriff's ofllce, passing the City
Hall.

ir, however, a citizen is disturbed
by a discordant noise, or if he is

by the dumping of garbage
in the street, a reprcsentatl vo of the
police department will rush, with
hair streaming in tho winJ, and
coat tail flapping in the breeze, to
arrest the oflendcr. I n so grave an
emergency a warraut-wi- rot bo
waited for, but the culprit will be
secured first, and formalities attend-
ed to afterwards.

"But sliould an intoxicated ruffian
disturb a citizen's place by shooting,
instead of yelling, at him, and
further add to his discomfort bj
threatening to kill him later, noth-
ing can be done until some magis-
trate has Lcen convinced, by an
affidavit, that an offense has been
committed, and issues a warrant to
an officer. The danger tliat the
criminal may escai, cuts no figure
in alleviating the ncccssityfor red
tape.
i However absurd the foregoing
deductions may arjiear, they y

follow the position taken by the
chief cf police in tlie West ;ase, If
he Is correctly represented by his
own organ as quoted above.
To show that tlie rraclico of
tbo police department of this
this city lias always been diverse
from this position; tliat the law
makes provision for tho arrest or all
classes or offenders by tho cltj
police, and for the payment of the
expenses of Territorial cases, aud
that tho stand Liken by the chief
or police Is untenable, Illogical and
abmrd, would bo very easy to do.

In considering tho question
whether the Bible is sufficient for
the guidance or men to talvalion, it
becomes a matter of great import-
ance to necertiln whether the lan-

guage cmploje-- by tho sacred writ-
ers is sufficiently clear to bo under-
stood, in all main pointe at least. If
tlie Spirit of God, I:i utrieting the
composition of the books of the
Bible, intended to mako these books
a code of divine laws whereby fur-

ther revelation should bo rendered
superfluous, we may reasonably ex-

pect to find in the Bible a clear lan-

guage ronv eying tlie i leas in a
manner to be easily understood by
tho tamest reader. Woniayexpt
to llnd no ambiguity, no indistinct-
ness.

ing ot tbo!-- e laws and doetrinea we
arc cutirtlv at the mercy of the

y.

Let us honestly consider some of
the facts ill the caw, wilhoutshritik
ing from the Inevit ble conclusiou.

Firt, wo are met by the sad fact
tliat mankind ha not yet bct-- able
to decide exactly lion many aud
wiilji of the ancient books really
belong to the Bible. The I'rotestaiit
churches now accept sixty.flvc bouks
in all, viz., thirty-eig- in the Old
Testament and iweniy-tvc- in the
New. But Luther was not quite
certain abotit the canouiclty of all
of the tu books of the

'ewTttatnenL Tlie Revelation of
John was alwajs suspicious to him,
because he dU not understand it,
and the Epi-tl- e of James he thought,
was more fit to be burned than to be
read. As to the books of the Old
Testament, a mui h later aud better
informed critic, MIchaells, has pro-
posed to exclude tlie two books of
Chronicles rrom the canon, while
others have had their grave doubts
concerning the of Songs.
But the Catholic church, so far
from being diepoed to dimin-
ish the number of books, has
added nil those which by I'rotestar.ts
have been called apocrj plial. The
whole apocryphal collection was
by the Council of Trent, 1515, de-
clared to be holy bcrlpture-- , and the
council did so with some nntiquitj-i-

support ot tho decision too. For
the book or Is quoted as can-
onical by Origen, Athanaslus, Cj ril
and Lpihanlus. Tablth Judith,
Wisdom of Solomon, Leek-dalc-

and two Maccabees are quoted as
canonical by the great AugU'tinu
Whether, then, tho Bible should
coiisl-- i or scvcntj-tiin- o books (in-
cluding the fourteen apocrypha) or

M nuwwu i441Vlllg IIS
final decision. And it would seem
but reasonable not to aboll-- h tlie
immediate revelations from God
until this problem lias been satisfac-
torily solved.

Secondly, accc ting any of tlie
above mentioned Looks as canoni-
cal, a great difficulty presents itself
in determining the precise text.
What the first authors wrote is iu
some cases Imjiossiblti to determine.
Let it be remembered that our pres-
ent Bibles, with their divisions of
charters and verses, are by no
means exactly euJi as tlie first
authors left them. Much is tho
work cf uninspired man. Tho
original m.inuseriits w ere copied in
numerous editions, aud It was al
wajs in copjltutco drop
a letter, to misspell a word, to
leave out a word, etc. Translations
and paraiihrase have been made.
These were not always correct In
every particular. In the case of the
OlJTe-tame- thcoriginu! authors
did not write the vou els, but only
the consonants. It was the 'v ork of
later men to insert all the voxels,
but whether these Liter men In all
instance, nr even In mjjt, inserted
the right Is another open
question. Atall events, if it were
iKfcsille lo prove that all the
consonants of Die Old Testament
are identical with thce w rltten by
the original authors, aud therefore
inspired, yet all the vowels, which
are added niauy j ears afterwards by
uninspired men, cannot be proved
to bo of divine origin or such as God
originally intended them to be.

A fow instances may be quoted to
Illustrate the nature or such easily
recognized chances as the sacred
text lias suffered, in Jonah 1. 9,
tho Prophet says: "I am a Hebrew ,"
where tlie original rcadin z probably
was (as thu beptuagint has itf: "I
am a servant ol Jehovah." The
dlflerence Is between Jcri, Hebrew,
and Jrdl, the servant or Jehovah.
In I Pet. 2: ft, it will always be
dubious whether the correct reading
is. "If ye have tasted that the Lord
Is gradout," or "that the Lord is
Cfrul.' Tbo fact la that both these
words were sometimes written with
the letters Uu, standing lioth for
Chruto and Cltrtflot, gracious. Iu
Genesis 1 S, tho words. "God saw
tbat it was good" is wanting at the
end or tho second day's creation,
but- it is found in Terse 10, in the
middle of the third day's work, In-
dicating a transposition. Sometimes
verses have been added by later
copyists. Such variations amount
to many thousands In all, leaving
the present text v ery far from satis-
factory in its details.

Theologians, in admitting this,
as they are compelled to do by the
facts, generally smooth the disagree-- 1

able Impression over with the assur- -

once that none of all these varia-
tions in tho text affect tho meaning
In the least degree. "Tlie most In-

accurate text ever written," they
say, "leaves tho truths of Scripture
fubstantlally unchanged." But tills
is evidently said more for tho sako
or the effect than for the
sake of truth. For the theologians
themselves aUcayi Insist on
tho very letlcrortho text. The little
words "this Is" wcrctufficientlnlhc
quibble between Luther and Calvin
to cut thu Protcstanllcbody in two
halves, ach wishing to roast the
other In hell.
