utobe eeea. The Rtillneea of death
relgn everywhere, except for the xaoan-la- g

of the wind, which carries from
place to place the powdered eand and
lime.

"The only evidence that man baa
ever been here la that human bodies, as
well as those of males and horses, are
scatteied about upon the waste not
reduced to disjointed fragment, but
dried and shriveled to mummies In the
parch iug atmosphere of this dreary
height.

"Dy after day the thirsty traveler
purue bis Journey over such a soil
aud amid such objects tilt be reaches
Catama, a settlement la the midst of an
lmmeuiw morass, where he rests a little
tc refresh htmielf and bis Jaded mules.
ThU morass, wltliJts bracktah aud un-
wholesome water, is the source of a
small river, cUd JLao, which at length
becomes the boundary between this
portloa of Bolivia and Pern. It Is so
highly Impregnated with the lime and
oiUmt subincs , which are held In eo
lation that the coarse bulrushes of the
murals are quite encrusted, and small
chauBftsand trenches fur draining are
soou tilled up with the tame deposit.
