bulletin regarding his condition, j It
says there is a deep wound in the right
side of the General's neck and that itcauses marked difficulty in his respir-ation. At present the doctor is unable
to giv.e a prediction as to what turn
the wound may make.

The republican Journals in comment-in- g
on the discussion in the Chamber

of Deputies last night between M.Flo --

qaet and General Boulanger say , that
General B?ulanger has entered upon a
plebicite campaign and that the strug-
gle between the republic and the dic-
tatorship has begun. Universal suf-
frage, they say, will do Justice to
Ctcsarism.

La Lanterne gives notice that it 'def-
initely severs all . connection with
Bonlangerism.

The conservative organs commend
General Boulanger 's attitude and as-
cribe to him the honors of yesterday'sscene in the Chamber.

The Gambetta statue in the Place do
CarrOusal was unveiled this afternoon.
Floquet, the prime minister, who
fought the duel with Boulanger this
mornin tr, delivered the oration.

At 6 o'clock this evening there was a
marked improvement in General Bou
langer's condition. The doctors, bow
ever, still declined to make a progno
sis, several journals assert that Flo- -

quet's sword penetrated Boulahger's
neck for six centimeters at a point
Detween tne jugular vela anatae car
otia artery.

Midnight. Partly owing to: the duel
and partly because it is the eve of a
fete . the street, are at this hour
crowded, especially in front of the
Uocarde office.

today. Tne statement was made by
United States District Attorney
uwing immediately upoa the ar
raignment of ; ix of tbe accused Chief
Bauereisen. and bis comrades Godln,
Wilson, Bowles, Broderick and Smith.
ine presentment caused a great sensa
tlftn among the crowd of railroad men,
lawyers auti reporters that nilea every
inch of the court room. The statement
of r,he district attorney was apparently
based largely on the confession by one
of the six Alex. Smith. The latter
sat apart from the other defendants
and notwithstanding the efforts of his
brother, who was present in court.
doggedly declined to be represented by
the Brotherhood attorneys or have
lnything to do with them.

Alter commissioner Hoyne bad re
fused tbe defendants' request for se
parate examinations for each bf them,
the district attorney arose and in a
matter-of-fac- t way without any at
tempt at declamation recited the facts
that he proposed to prove.

He . said that the evidence would
show that the dynamite cartridgewh'ch was placed on the Burlington
tracks at Kola. Illinois, May 2Jto, was
put there by Bowies' and Smith. A few
days prior, to this explosion Bowies
went into Chairman Hose's room at
the Grand Pacific and showed him
a number of the cartridges and they
talked together regarding the fuse. A
day or two la'er Bauereisen told Smith
that Bowles had left a package for
him in Aurora. Smith got the package
and it contained oynamite cartridges,and by Bauerelsen's advice he ex
ploded these on the Burllngto tracks
June 141b. On July 5th, by direction
of the defendants. Smith took a letter
from Godln .to the latter's wife who
save him a package containing dvna
mite cartridges. These Smith took to
the Brotherhood Hall at Aurora, where
he met Broderick, Bowies ana Bauer
eisenand told them he had left the
dynamite la the ante-roo- m. Broder
ick put the package unaer nis arm ana
the men all left the ball together and
took the tram to Chicago, except
Bauereisen. On their way they Were
arrested. The package contained four
half -- pound dynamite cartridges.

The cartridges said to have Wen
taken from the prisoners were brought
into court.

Samuel C. Madden; agent for the At
las Dynamite Company, was put upon
the stand and testified that the cart
ridges contained 30 per cent of nitro
elvcerlne. The fulminating caps found
oa Broderick were shown to witness
and were declared to be the kind to
explode dynamite.
