A BACRAMENTO LYNCHING.

HOW *JIM, THE BRITISHER," MET IS
MERITED DESERTS—A PIONKER
INCIDENT.

Iz the recently issued work of Ban-
croft, entitled “Popular Tribunals,’
appears the following, which is of local
interest:

“*0On my way to Marysville,”! writes
Mr. Coke, in 1850, *'1 swopped a couple
of days at bacramento. 'i!hc weather
was beginning to be cold. [ had pbeen
rambling all Lhe mornisx throagh the
town, and bad jJust retursed to my
botel and sar_raminating over a lirge
.stove in the bar-room, thinking Sacra-
xento the most comicrtless place in
the world. In the course of my walk
Ij.,kad observed a crowd _cor!ecl.ed
round a large elm tree in the horse
market. On jlaquiring the cause of
this assembly was told that a
man had been Jypnched on one of
the lower limbs of jhe elm at 4
o'clock in the morning. ' A newspaper,
containing an account of the affair, lay
on a chalr beside me, and, taking it up,
1 was rusiong the trial, when a rui-
flanly-looking Individoal Interruptea
me with—

‘Say, stranger, 1:t’s have a look at
the paper, will you?’ *When [ am
done with it,” said I, and continued
reading.

““The answer would have satisfled
most Ckristlans endowed with any
moderate degree of patience, bat not
50 with the rufflan. He leaned himse!f
over the back of my chair, put one
hand on wy shoulder, and with the
 other, beld the paper 50 that be eould
sce as well as [,

““Well, 4 guness you're readin' abont
Jim, ain’t you?’

“*'Whe's Jim?" sald 1.

““*11im as they husg this mornicg,’
he anpswered, at the same time resum-
ing his seat. ‘Jim was a particular

*+Oh, well, I reckon I'll tell you
how it wes tben.  You see Jim was a
Britisher; that I3, he come ffrom a

lace they call Botany Bay, which be-
ongs to Victoria, but aln't exactly in
the old eouatry. 1 believe when he
first came to California, about six
months back, he wasn’t acqualnted
wita any boys here away, as he Look to
digzing all to himself. It was up at
Cigar Bar whar be duy, and I bappened
to be digging there too, and 8o 1t was
we got to kmowing one another.

Jim bhadn’t been there a fort-
nizht before one o' the borys
lost about three  hundred dollars

that he'd made a cache of. Somchow
suspiclion fell on Jim. More than ose
of us thought he had been digging for
bags instead of dust, and the man as
lost his mopey swore he would have a
taro with him, and so Jim took my ad-
vice and sloped.’

ftWell,’ saxrd I, *he wasn't lynched
for that, was he?’

‘“* "Taint likely,’ sald the ryflian, ‘for
the last week or ten days nobody
knowed whar he'd goneto. Well, when
he come to Sacrmenty this time he
come with a plle and no mistake, and
all dsy and all night Jim usea to play
at taro and rouletteand a heap of otber
games. Nobody couldu’t tell how he
msade bis money last so long, nor whar
be pot it from; but certaln sure every-
body thought as how Jim was a con-
siderable loafer. Last of all, a black-
smith as lives on Broad Street said he
found out the way he done it, and
asked me to come up with bim to show
up Jim eneating. Now whether it was
Jig suspected wne blacksmith I can’t
s4Y, but e didu’t cheat, and lost his
money In conscquence., This riled
him very bad, and so, wanling to get
quit with the blacksmith, he began to
quarrel. The blacksmith was a quick-
tempered man, and after a good deal
of abuse he could not keep his temper
any longer, and struck Jim a blow in
the mouth. Jim jumped from his seat,
pulied a revolver from bis pocket aud
shot tbe blacksmitn dead on the spot.
1 was the flrst man that lald hold on
the murderer, and if it had not been
for me I believe the people in the room
wonld bave tern him to pleces.’

“Send for Judge Parker!' shounted
some, "‘Let’s try him here,"” sald oth-
era. *‘I don't want toe be tried atall,”
said Jim. *“*You all keow
weil that I shot the man, and [ know
bloody well that you wlill hang me.
Llee me tiil daylight, and then 1’ll die
llke a man.” But we all agreed that
he ought not to be condemned without
a proper irial, and as the report of his
pistol had brought a crowd to the
place, a jury was formed out of them
that were present, and three judges
were elected from the most respecta-
ble gentlemen in the town. The trial
lasted pearly a couple 0! hours. No-
body doubted that he was gullty, or
that he ou&ht to be hanged for mur-
der; but the question was whether
he shouid die by Ilynch law . or
be kept for a regular trial. be-
fore tha judges of the criminal

court. The beslL speakers said that

lynch-law was no law, and endangered
the life of every innocent man; but the
mob would bave It that he was to dic
atonce; so as it was just then aboul
daylight they carried him to the horse
market, sat
rope round one of the lower brauches
of a big elm tree. All the time I kept
by his side, and when bhe was getting
on the table he asked me to Jend him
my revolver to shoot one of the jury-
men who had spoken violently agsinst
him. When I refused he asked me 1o
tie the knot so as it woulda’s slip. It
ain’t no account,’’ said I, *‘to talk in
that way,Jim,old fellow; you're bound
to die, and il they didn’t hang you I'd
shoot you myseif.”

‘'Well, then,” said he, *give me hold
6f the repe and I'il show yon how little
I care tor death.”

‘* *He selzed the cord, pulled himself
in an {ostant out of the crowd and sat
down legged on the bough. Half
a dozen'rifles were raised to him
down, but reflecting that he could not
escape they forbere to fire. He tled a
noose in the rope, put it round his
neek, slipped it up 1t it was pretty

the mob. He didn’t say much, except
that ke Lhated them all. He cursed the
man he shot; he cursed the world,and
last of all he cursed himself; and,
with a teirible oath, he junmktnr.o
the air, and with & jerk that s the
tree, swung backwards and forwards
over the heads of the crowd’
