Editor Dcscrct Xeirz :
This has been an eventful week

iu Philadelphia. The Centennial
Fourth of July celebration, that has
bten anticipated for years, took
place with Appropriate form and
ceremony, under the eaves of the
old Independence building, in
which the signers made their
names immortal by affixing them
to that remaikab.'e declaration.
The time-wo- rn original decl.untion
itself was there, and the 11133-o-

r of
tlie city neiu it up to the iraz.' of the
shoutinsc multitudes, and Kit-har-d

Henry Ewe, a grandson jnd naaie-s.ik- e

of one of tlio signer?, read it
with earnest, unaffected elocution,
ixiyard Taylor read a poem which
I tliink will long survive thooc-ca.-io- n

and tlie century, and Hon.
Wm. M. Ev.uts delivered an ora-
tion which, but for its great length,would serve a a perfect model for
all oiutord of the future. As for
the music, choral and orchestral, I
presume it was worthy of the great
occasion. Oliver Weudell Holmes
had written a hymn of welcome to
all nations, aud his Majesty Dora
Ptdro, Emperor of Brazil, present
ed a hymn, "Greeting from Brazil,"
composed at his request by A.Carlos
Gomes, ceuit musician of Brazil;
but music ou an occasion of this
character should not be of a high,
classic, or difficult order. Musical
sounds, unlike poems aud orations,
die in the atmosphere with its
vibrations; music is not played for
posterity, hence the musical selec-
tions for large popular assemblies
should be of an easy, familiar char-
acter that will give the greatest
pleasure to the greatest number.
When they are not of this charac-
ter, it. has been proved, again and
again, that they will not be heard;
the buzz or clamor of ten thousand
voices will neutralize or drown the
finest strains. . During the perform-
ance of the "Geetiug from Brazil,"
the Emperor came to the front of
the stand, held his head to one side,
and withh is hand to linear, in vain
effort to hear distictiy the music.
Among tho distinguished person-
ages ou the stand were the Vice
President, Gen. Banks, Generals
iSheimau and Sheridan, Governor
Hayes, the republican candidate
for president, Sir Edward Thorn-
ton, the minister from England, as
well as many other distinguished
foreigners.

We were celebrating our escape
from British bondage (not such a
bondage after ail), aud the British
embassador was on the stand, but
no sentiment in Bayard Taylor's
noble poem excited so much en-
thusiasm as that in which the poet
referred to our English origin,
English tongue and trails.

It is useless to attempt a descrip-
tion of the civic torchlight proces-
sion on the evening of the 3rd, or
of the grand military parade on the
4th of July. Great processions and
parades, like gieat battles, can be
seen only at points and in sections
and can scarcely be seen in this
way when the pageant is in the
narrow streets of a great city. Far
mote interesting than the half
oiganized bands of citizens, beating
torches, banners, and devices, or
than the perfectly oiganized and
disciplined military, is the dense
mai-- of spectators that till the
windows, trees and sidewalks, and,
surging back and forth, encroach
upon tho streets, and obstruct the
passage of the cars. The-r- e is some-
thing fearful and eublime in an
immense crowd, in this juxtaposi-
tion and condensation of humani-
ty, heterogeneous in condition,
age, sex, morals, life, aspiration
an'l degradation; and yet most of
them live through it, and emerge
as individuals; a few men lose their
pocket-book- s, aud a few women lose
1 heir virtue. I saw the military
parade, as it passed, from the top of
an ice wagon. A column of ten
thousand superbly uniformed and
disciplined troops marched, almost
every company headed by a band
of music. The southern military
organizations extracted much at-
tention and won plaudits by the
perfection of t heir discipline and
by the ardor witn which they
joined in every patriotic demon-
stration. The weather wa9 exces-
sively warm, many were entirely
overcome by the heat, and some of
the companies were followed by
servants earrj-in- buckets of water,
from which the soldiers drank at
every halt.

On the evening of the fourth,
there was a grand display of lire-wor- ks

from Lemon Hill in East
Fairmont Park. At 8 p. m. there
was a general illumination with
colored fires, which ceuld be seen
for a great distance, next there was
a grand ascension of fire balloons,
dropping at intervals in their aerial
flight beautiful fire boquetsof many
colored lights, and then the heav-
ens clouded by an approaching
rain were made resplendent with
signal rockets. The next display
was an allegory representing the
birth and growth of the United
St itef, io which the names of the
thirteen colonies were written in
letters of tire. A grand explosion,
I ike' a volcanic eru ption, of bombs
bursting high in air and falling in
every variety of colored stars, a
flight of meteor and marron rock-
ets, a beautiful figure of red, white
aud blue lights, repreentinir an
immense cascade, and a fusilade of
bombs, dropping ruby, purple, em-
erald, sapphire, gold and silver
stars, next followed, and then came
the pyric piece representing Wash-
ington surrounded with Amer-
ican flags. All these displays
were enjoyed by the tens of
thousands who were in the park,but it had commenced to rain
and this had a dampeuing effect
upon tho fireworks and upon the
spectators, and it was found neces-
sary to abreviate the programme.

I he flights of parachute rockets,
the oid "Liberty Bell," the con
junction of the north star and
southern cross weie given under the
disadvantages of a brisk rain. The
display was concluded bj-

-
thepresen-atio- n

of an immense pyric temple
representing the rise antl progress
of America. This temple was 54
by 112 feet and the dome was 132
feet iu heit;ht surmounted by the
Goddess of Liberty pointing with
one hand to the American eagle.
Altogether this display, which cost,
I have been told, $10,000, was very
beautiful and dazzling, but the oc-
casional blindiug Hashes of light-
ning from the overhanging clouds
niade the human pyrotechnics ap-
pear rather tame. C.
