The Issuance of the circular of In-

structions of thell. fi. Attorney
General to tbo S. marshals
throughout the Union, concerning!
their duties in the forthcoming
elections for members of federal bo-

dies appears to be regarded by
many as largely of the nature or a
campaign device, though it may be
within the letter of the law. The
enactment ef such a law was of the
naturo of an encroachment of the
federal upon the Stato power, a
triumph of centralization, over the
principle of local nt

This it, was in fact, no matter un
der what circumstances er on what
plea the law was pushed through
Congress. It is -- a law which
grates harshly in the ears of
thoso of the people who be
lieve in local self government
aud in the right-o- f the States to
conduct their own internal affaire
within certain constitutional limits
and widely acknowledged lines of
demarcation. It gives the party in
power ari immense, au almost im-

perial power over the elections,
and if corruptly used is sufficient
to vitiate the elections all over the
country and prevent, instead of in-

sure, the freo expression of the
voice of the people at the polls.
For those election days the authori-
ty of S-at-

es and Territories is vir-

tually annulled, swept out of ex-

istence, by the supreme power
exercised by the federal authorities.
Tnis is really a very serious asaump-tio- u,

one that seems incompatible
with the true spirit of a democratic
republican form of government.
Ou those days TJ. S. marshals and
their deputies aro charged with
the duty of keeping the peace, aud
they can arrest any person in the
community, i they choose, upou a
charge or pretext of dteturblog the
peace, an enormous stretch of fed
eral over local authority. So far as
a governor of a State is. concerned,
he is required to have citizens peti
lion ior protection before ne can
call upon the army for aid. But at
these election times the smallest
deputy marshal has authority to
call upon any citizen, or citizens,
civil or military, to assist him iu
keeping the pa'je, w hatever con
struction he may please to put
upon that phrase. Thus he
is clothed with far more plenary
powers than the " Governor of the
State himself, or any other local
officer. Nay, the U. S. deputy mar
shal can summon the Governor
himself to his aid, and the local
militia as well as the federal army,
and possibly force the local author-
ities to be Agents in their own hu-
miliation and injury. These are
remarkable powers, when we con-
sider the character and social stand-

ing .of some, individuals who
have been invested with the au-

thority of the TJ. S. marshalship
and deputy marshalship, low, un-

principled, dissipated fellows, to
whom no respect whatever is ac-

corded, except so far as they repre-
sent the federal government. It is

very likely that it will only need a
little pushing of the authority con-

veyed by this law to enable the
people to see it In its true character
and realize the extent of its power
and influence. It is a very ."erioug

thing for a small officer like a de-

puty marshal, either general or
special, to have the army, the navy,
the militia, the State authorities,
and the whole of the citizen? at his
command.

ANOTHER SOLUTION OP THE
MORlttON" PROBLEM. .

The Chicago Joar.ial of Commerce
offers another to the many proposi-
tions already made regarding the
most feasible method of solving the
"Mormon" question, and that, is to
encourage the diffusion of the
Chinese element.

If they were rightly
appreciated Salt Lake City would
noon centralize a large Chinese in
flux lor diffusion all ovt-- r that Ter-

ritory. The mixture of races in
California has produced a very
enterprl-in- g population from which
have emanated rooct of the coloniz-
ing impulses of the west coatt and
of the gold ard silver regions. Utah
and.NeW Mexico hold jutt such a
mixture, and no element is too

for use in that way. It
was out of sucn mixtures tnat tne
enterprise of the Atlantic citien
was generated, and In turn similar
mixtures produced the enterprise
of the Western cities. San Fran-
cisco has not as yet begun to un-
derstand this process of shifting her
foreign element to other cities on
the coast and in the inferior. She
will do bo however, before long,"
; 1 The'Joirnal does not say it pJain-l- y,

but appears to Intimate amalga-roatlv- e

mixture of population,
which, so far as the Chinese are
concerned, is not likely to prevail
to any extent in Utah.
