; Bishop Thomas Taylor next ad
dressed the conifregation.- - He had
listened with pleasure to the inter-- :

eating discourse of Dr. Fisher upon
the Bible, a book which most of the'
congregation were familiar with, and
of which he, for one, had been
taught by his mother from child-
hood. He described his experience
when he nrst heard the gospel
