rythmically intermittent action of
the heart, without organic disease,
and doe especially to the narootlo
action of the nicotine and other po
tent alkaloids pi esent in the tobac
co leaf. Me nan at mac time
carefully studied the 'case of
eighty-on- e lnnebriate smokers
a tweniy-tnre- e of , wnom tne

Intermittent pulee was r a con
firmed trouble, not aseoclated with
any real heart disease. The inter--
mittence Tanished when the habit
was abandoned even for a few
we eke, and reappeared las i:on u
the use of the poison was resumed.
n conjunction wim tnis series, or

studies on adults he investigated the
influence of tobacco on tne circuia
tlon of boys from 9 to 15 years of
age, and discovered tnat not only
did It produce palpitation or the
heart and intermittency of pulse,
but also a peculiar condition of the
blood itself auieu to anaemia.
