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THE RAIN,

ALTHOUUII we have more rain in
the growing season than we were
wont to, have years agone, yet ibv
will hardly do to depend too mueh
upon the showers to bring crops to
maturity. In the present season
those who have =so depended may
have found that during the dry
spells between storms many seeds
have falled to vegetate, and the
yeung, small and less vigorous
plants have falled to grow as fast
and as satisfactorily as thay would
have done if the soil had been kept
moister.

As a general rule and with most
kinds of vegetation, the whole of
the s0il should be keptin a mod-
erately molst condition, in order to
insure the - best constant growth,

and most especially while very
young. Then the soll is soft and in

it c;mdztidn for the rootlets tu

- . AR, AL SRR e
mmafure halps to solve the plant
foodyin the soil and to furnish
juices for the uses of the growing
plant. But this is just the condi-
tion that the soil Is not in upon our
drier lands a great part of the time
between storms in the Spring and
Sfummer, and therefors ‘it is wot in
a good condition of fertility, so far
u8 moisture is concerned, nomatter
how fertile it may otherwiss be,
for the elements of fertility in the
#0ll are locked up when the eoil is
dry.

Very quickly after an ordinary
shower the soil becomes dry agaln,
unlesy artificially watered. In an

Island, or other place near the sea,
where the atmosphere is natu

and constantly charged with m
moisture, a good sonking shower
might be sufficlent for a month.
But not so here, imthis arid cli-
mate. Two or three days after a
Summer shower in this valley the
80ll gels dry, and In two weeks
one might think there had not
Leen a shower all Summer, so dry
Wwill the bench lands have become
The faects go to show twothings—
first, that the soll, If practicable,
should be kept meoderately moist
all through the growing season:
especially in the earlier part of it
either by the natural showers, or
otherwise artificially; and secondly,
that it s risky busingss to cultivate
