There was moth-
ing on his person to indicate his pame
orwhere he came from, his pockets
contaiming a pipe and a sack of te-
baceo, two old haodkerchiefs and a
hall-dollar. He had oo beard, and the

A dispatch dated Spokane Falls,
Sept. 4, says: Ata few mioutes after 1
o'clock this morning a fire was dis-
covered Iin the rear of A. Rudolph's
bakery, a two-story frame building, cn-

The body was terri-
bly burpned, the features being uorec-
ognizible, Duripg the fire an attempl
was made to rob two houses witiina
block of the =cene¢, but the thieves
were discovered, an alarm raised and
the would-be robbers failed to secure
any plunder.

They had ascended the bill and
were descending the cafion when they
came to a ledge of rocks too deep and
precipitous for the childrea to climb
down, and the father started dhead
with the intention of lifting them down
io his arms. He had only made two
Steps when he slipped and fell, strik-
ine ithe back of his {wad on the rocks,
and in bis efforts to keep from fall
b log, the hammer of the gun struck
a rock at bis swde, which cuused the
charge to explode. Little Nettie was
standipg directly above him sad was
struck by three buek ghots, one enter-

ing ber thigh and goming out av neck.,

Tue father was for & short fime
stunned by the fall, and when he re-
covered hia senses he was almost para-
Iyzed with grief at the sizht of the
body of his dead cbild lying above
bhim, He immediately started back
toward Hhome with the body in his
arms bat after carrylpg it about three
miles he became 80 exhausted that he
sank to the ground and a little boy ran
kome and brought bis mother and
peighbors, who 1mmediately started
out with a wagon and goon brought In

the distracted father and the body of
the dead child.

DISTKICT.

of a terrible tragedy enacted last
evenine at the Silver Crown minlog
camp, Just across the hill from Larf-

mie, which resulted in the deathofa
man pamed George B. Bilduff, As
pearly as could be am:certained Lhe
facts in the case are a8 follows:
About dark Sunday evening a num-
ber of men, probably ander the influ-
epce of liquor, gotinto a quarrel which
degenerated into & general free
fight. Bilduff se¢ms nnt Lo have been

cregnged in the general melee at the
start, bat to  have interfered
while it - was in progress, whether

to compel order or for some other
purpose is not stated. One of the
principals in the row was Theodore
Agassiz, a Canadian Frenchman, fa-
miliarly -kpown s8s *‘Frenchy,'"” who
was armed and who fired two sbots,
one of which went stralght lhruurn
Billduff's heart, killing him instantly.

The murderer at once fled and
reached Farrell's ranch,about six miles
from Cheyenne, at midnlght, remain-
ing there until this morpiong, when he
was overtaken by Sheriff Sharpless,
arrested, taken to (Cheyenre aud
locked up in jail on the charge of mur-
der.

Two other men have also becn ar-
rested as accessoriea‘after the facts
and are in 4ail with tbhe murderer.
Their pames are Ed. DBryant and
Charles Miller and Lhey are accused of
having alded Agass1z in making his es-
cape.

There is another slde of the story as
usual, bat 18 is not represented as he-
ing strongly in favor of the prisoners.
It is claimed that tke shooting of Bil-
duff was a mistake, the shots being lo-
tended for another man, Jack Welch
the first being fired to scare Bim ami
the second to hit him, The two men
arrested as accessories, say that they
had no idea of alding Agassiz to make
his escape, but that they were golog
to take him to Cheyenne and, give him
up, and went to the ranch some three
miles away to get a change of clothes,
