We have come here, as has been
Hated, to worsrrip Almighty Uod
in accordance with hia command?.

Borne are from the v&tioua parts of
Europe, and from other parts or the
earth, and a ereat many from dif
ferent parts of the United titates.
They were gcoi citizens and ob--
Mrrcd the laws of the land to which
they beloneed. They have ob
served every law of the United
States, except one that was made
on purpose to make them disobey
God. and therefore, so far as politi
cal affairs are concerned, and the
duties pertaining to citizens of the
United States, they have been
maintained In their Integrity up to
the present time. I remember be
lnsr asked in a! court here some
three or four years airo I do not
remember the time precisely, but
the court teemed to be very fond of
interfering with religious matters,
it was hot always so; but I suppose
civilization has extended I was
fcsked,'Diyon believe in obeying
the laws of the United States?"

Yes I do, In all except one" in
t, I bad not broken that. "What

lair ia that?" "The law in relation
toT - "ysamy." Well, why do you
except that one?" Because," I
i.-'lv- 'it ia at variance with the
csalus and spirit of our Institution;
because it ia at variance with the
Constitution of the United States;
and because it is in violation of the
law of God to me.'! The United
States Supreme Court, however,
since that time has made It a law
Df the land, that l, it ha9 sanc-
tioned It; It was not sanctioned at
that time, that question ,wa3 not
then i decided. We . ate here
to-da-y, gathered together accord
ing to the word and law of God
aad the commandments of God to
ua. - "tiather my Salnta together
unto me," says one of the old pro-
phets.: those that have made a
novanant with me. by sacrifice.
"I win take yon," says another,

one of a city and two of a family,
and I will brine vou to Zlon. and
I will give yon pastors according to
mine heart, which shall feed you
With knowledge and understand-

"Hitherto shalt thou come but no
further: and here shall thy proud
waves be stayed."
