They
did not propose to y ield quietly, neither
do we propose to do so, for we could
not, even if we desired it. Any man
that seeks compromise is an apostate,lie has either lost his love for tne

been living a false profession. We do
not propose to do away with that
which God has commanded We do
uot propose to be destroyed. We do
not propose to abandon our homes;
aud though some may be called to die
as martyrs, ottieas have to go to pris-
ons, through the rulings of courts and
the acts of the crusaders, we do not
propose that Congress, nor courts, nor
judges, shall Interpret for us the sa-
cred scriptures, and the duty we owe
to our counrry and to our God. Why
should we yield to man? Why should
we seek to make concessions to save
ourselves from prisons or from
flames? What will we gain by aposta-
sy? We do not desire a separation
from our parent government; we love
its Constitution, and we will defend it

History of the United States,
Vol. 1, especially from the 2I5tn to the
313th pages, from which I will make a
few extracts. While it cannot bo

our Pilgrim Fathers were
perfect In, all respects.it must be ad-
mitted that they were a religious,
brave and virtuous set cf men, posses --

sins? an ardent love oi civil and relig-
ious liberty, which was the moving
cause of their emigration to this
country. Thev had been harrassed
persecuted in 'their native land for
nearly a century. "For as early as
1534, so far was tfte freedom of private
inquiry from being recognized In Eng-
land as a right, that all means of form-
ing a judgment on religious subjects
were peremptorily denied. The act of
supremacy, which effectually severed
the Encash nation, from the Roman
See, contained no clause whatever
favorable to religious liberty, and &

statute, alike arrogant iu its preten-
tions, and vindictive in its menaces,
was, alter great opposition in Parlia-
ment, enacted for

"aholisuino diversity oi
opinions."

The Church of England, at least Its
ceremonial part, was established by an
act of Parliament, or a royal ordinance.
Puritanism, zealous for independence,
admitted no voucher but the Bible a
tixed rule, which it would allow neither
Parliament, nor hierarchy, nor king to
iuterpret. The principle was an-
nounced and accepted, that not even a
ceremony should be tolerated uuless it
was enjoined by the word of God.
They would yield nothing to the tem-

poral sovereign. They Aould retain
nothing that would even seem a relic
ol the religion they had renounced."

"From 1563 to 1557, the reign of Mary
involved both parties In danger.
Rogers and Hooper, the first tuarlyrgof Protestant England, were Puritans,
and they remained true and Arm to the
end; while Cranmer, the head aud
founder of the English Church, desired
almost to the last, by delays, recanta-
tions and entreaties, to save himself
from the horrid death to which he was
doomed. The Puritan mart) rs never
sought by concession to them-
selves from The flames. For them

COMPROMISE WAS ITSELF ArOs'lACV,
On the death of Mary, !n 155S, the
Puritans who had songht safety iu ex-

ile, returned to England with still
stronger antipathies to the forms ol
worship and the vestures worn by the
arrogant clerfjy, whicn they repelled as
associated, with Homau intolerance."
"But the controversy did not remain a
dispute about ceremonies. The aratact
of Parliament is) the reign of Elizabeth
declared the supremacy of the crown
in the state ecclesiastical ; and the con-
form Itylof common prayer was soon
established under the severest penal-
ties, leaving out of sight the , scruples
of thr Puritans."

"Elizabeth was inclinedito respect the
the faith of the Catholics, and to love
the magnificence of their worship, She
long struggled to retain the images, the
crucifix and tapers in her private
chapel."

"When rigorous orders for enforcing
conformity were first Issued, the Purl-tnu- s

were rather excited to defiance
than being intimidated. Of the Lon
don ministers about thirty refused to
subscribe. "

"In 1667 a separate congregation was
formed: immru'ltatelv udoq whirl! the
government became maimed, ami tiiu
leading men and several women were
sent to tsrKievten iora year. in vuiu
did some of the best English states-
men of the day favor moderation. Up
to the year 1581, the Puritans as 'a body
had avoided a separation from the
church, they had desired

KKFOKM ANP NOT A SCHISM."
Said Burleigh: "But for the Purl- -

tans the old religion would have re-

tained the affectum of the multitude.
If Elizabeth reformed the Court, the
ministers whom she persecuted, re-

formed the Commons. That the Eng-
lish people became Protestant is due to
"the Turttan3. How then could the
party be subdued? No part Is
left but to tolerate or destroy."
"Extermination could alone produce
conformity. In 1593 Barrow and Green-wO- J,

men of unnnpeached loya!i?y,
were selected as examples, and hanged
atTyburn for their opinions. After forty
years of molestation, and the number
of nonconforming clergy had increased j

their popularity was more deeply toot-
ed, and their enmity to the established
persecution order was irreconcilable."
Their lollowers already constituted a
powerfal political party, the precious
spark oi Iloerty had been Kindled and
preserved bv thelPuritans alone."

"In 1003 King. James ascended the
throne, who.though sincerely attached
to Protestantism, was false and deceit
ful. He was intolerant, and loved ar-
bitrary power.

'NO BISHOP, NO KINO

was a maxim often lu his mouth. He
substituted authority for argument,
and where he could not produce con
viction, demanded obedience. 'I will'
said he 'have none;of that liberty as to
ceremonies. I will have one doctrine,one discipline, one religion, in sub-
stance and ceremony.' lie declared.
'As to the Puritans, I will make
them conform, or I will drive them
out of the land or hang them,"
ana aaaea "u any would not con
form, be unlet, and show their obedl- -
onr-- a t li toai-- a wnvthv tr Ha hlnircd "

These tew extracts show plainly the
two great powers that were at work,
and which culminated in the Puritans
establishing themselves in this land.
aad the present generation can have no
adequate conception oi tne aimcuities,
dangers, hardships ana suuerings en-dar- ed

by them, and against which they
tolled and struggled so patiently and
successfully. "They seemed to be pre
pared under the providence of God, for
tne work before them,
THR rOVUDXHO OF. A GREAT RXFUBUC

ON CHRISTIAN PRINCIFUtS."
' We have a last cause for pride in

being considered descendants 'from
them. John Qulncy Adams once said
uhs woold rsthar haveona drOQ OJ

Puritan blood in his veins, than all the
blood that ever flowed In the veins of
kings and princes."Theirs la a nobility founded on hon
est virtue. Christian humility and the
purest patriotism, and it was to such
men as these that the heaven-bor- n In-

strument, the Constitution of the
United States was given.

Happy, proud America! In the days
of ; Washington, Adams, Jefferson and
Jackson I It took Borne a long time to
go down! It took Thebes a an nd red
years to dte! With the rise and fall of
nations whose history is before as, we
way easily calculate how lone it has
taken nappy America to deviate from
the path marked oat by oar Puritan

In all thL broad domain Is there re
lirious liberty being tolerated? Look
back to the davs of Kirtland. of Mis
souri, of Illinois, that same spirit of
three hundred years, ago was in vogue.
THE FREEDOM OF PRIVATE INQUIRY,

and the right to worship God In the
manner be .had appointed, were being
denied.- - Missouri and Illinois went so
far that they by exterminating showed
their Mupranacv. and severed, ail con- -
lection with the people of God. Their
acts and doings contained no, part fa-
vorable to reliaioua liber tv. and thev
were vindictive to the last, and they in
a small way! sought to abolish
tbe diversity of opinion, fso far
as tbe saints were concerned,
and the blood of martvrs flowed: bat
the spirit ot religious liberty was not
killed. . w couia not Tieia ne princi-
ple, though we bad to leave our homes.
