acid in thirty part water produced no
result, and when the strength was in-
creased to one ia twenty tbe mixture
proved equally ineffectual. Then one
of the doctors present suggested try
ing vinegar made irom piums, ana mis
killed the microbes at once. Since
then plum vinegar bas been extensive-
ly employed in cholera cases at Hiro-
shima, and with the most beneficial re-
sults.

According to the Toklo Independent
the result of the present treaty revis
ion is in us main points as follows:
Mixed residences will . be permitted
throughout Japan within a certain date
alter the ratification of the treaties.
Foreigners may freely travel and reside
m the. interior, subject to Japanese
Jurisdiction. But the law of the coun-
try will be administered bv courts
composed of Japanese and foreign
Judges; the loreigneriTto be employed
by the uovernmeut and to administer
Japanese law only. On the other hand.
tor a lew years alter rauneatiou, extra
terrltorality will prevail within the
present treaty lins. Beyond these
only Japanese law will be administered .

Within a stated period after ratification
the Japanese government will in all pro
ba-'lht- prepare and promulgate civil
and commercial codes, etc., which will
therefore be lu torce and practicallytried several months Delore the estab-
lishment of mixed residence and the
opening of the country. The tariff on
imports will average between lu and so
per cent., instead of 5 per cent., as at
proem.

COHEA.

Russia is reported to be fairly in
earnest In demanding from tbe Gov
ernment of Soul a grant of land on the
coast of Kunkyodo for the purpose of a
naval depot.

Letters received at Nagasaki from
Soul state that in consequence of a
rumor that tne King is seektug Kussian
protection, the Chinese Minister has
tiemanticd smps ana troops to oe sent,
and has seized the telegraphs for his
own use. Ming-yon-- ik has been taken
to Tientsin. Nine Chinese men-o- t
war are at ChemQlpo.and great excite
ment exists.

DurlDg the entire month of July the
mortality from cholera was very great,
though alarge decrease in the number
oi deaths is now reported. From Jnly
15th to the 25th, 3,140 dead bodies were
carried out oi the gates of Soul. Dur
ing several days subsequent to the lat
ter date the dvath rate reached almost
400. This within the walla only. The
suburban population Is abont as large
as that of the capital, so that in and
around Soul the highest daily death
rate must have been upward oi ow.

On the-- 15th of August En Seleal re
ceived a dispatch from the Chinese
Government announcing that as Corea
had entered Into a secret treaty, with
Kussia, tbey would send a large
urroy to tne iorracr country.
This news caused a great sensation
among the (iovernment omciais and
people, and there were indications oi
a not among; the latter. Several of
tbe officials who bad made the secret
treaty were thereupon arrested. In
consequence of this being done the
excitement was Kept down. bigotChinese men-of-w- ar have arrived at
Ninsin up to the 2oth of August, and
Chinese marines disguised as trades-
men have entered the capital in par-
ties of between forty and lilty. Abody
of marines from an American man-o- f-

war has also proceeded to tbe capital
to protect the United States Minister.

A Corea official gives the .following
in reference to the number of persons
killed in the outrages ,of 1882 and 1884 :

Among the Ityohau cias, inclusive of
women, about TOO perished, of whom
28 and Id were killed by the outrages
tn 1882 and 1881 respectively, 300 were
poisoned in 18s2, and SO in 1884 by the
authorities, and 1W in 1882 and 10 In
1SS1 wece beheaJed. Besides these, 20
were starved to death in the prisons
during the two- - years mentioned.
Among the soldiers, about 2,500 died,exclusive of women. One hundred and
fifty wt-r- e killed during action in both
yeais, 50 were paioned by the Govern-
ment, 2,880 were beheaded in 1882, and
250 were beheaded in 1884, in addition
to 200 wno perished in prison
during the two years. Among the
families of soldiers 1,400 perished, of
whom 800 were wantonly slaughtered
by Chinese soldiers, who were dis
patched soon after tbe outbreak of the
disturbance or lixu, ana not a lew
women were among the unfortunates
who died in consequence of outrages
committed on them by Chinamen: 300
and 200 were hanged respectively in
1882 and 1884 and over 100 perished in
prison In the two years. Among, the
common people (Including women) 400
died, of whom twentv and 150 were

A fight took place tba other day be
tween tne soiuiers sent ta arrest them
aud a robber oauti at Chen Iling, in the
lioi ? riBtf district. it seems that a
body of 600 troops was dispatched to
capture these banditti, who have for
seme lime been (dying trouble, and the
mliltarv anticipated - an easv victory.
They met, however, a very warm re
ception, several soiaiers were kuieil.ana more tnan twenty were placed r.ors
i& combat with wounds, while the
robbers still showed an unbroke
front. The troops had to retire dis-
comfited, and another body of 500 men
has been dispatched from Canton as a
reinforcement. The banditti only
number about 200, but they make up in
pluck and determination what tthey
lack in numbers, and will doubtless
give their thousand adversaries a good
deal more trouble yet before they are
finally di .persed or captured .

The. Shen-pa- o has advices from Han-
kow wnich state that the Mandarins at
Chungking were willing to" settle the
losses incurred by the misniouartes in
the late riots, and the missionaries had
accepted the offer, bnt the authorities
insisted on compensation being givenfor the death of a military cadet who
was killed during the outbreak, On
the 1st of August some converts living
In Chiang-p- ei (a re sub-
ordinate to Chungking) suddenly as-
sembled in force, seized their arms and
sought a quarrel with the common peo-
ple. Some 300 men were killed and
nouses of over 4UO families were des-

troyed or burned. The people there-
upon became enraged against tbe au-
thorities and burned the sub-nrefe- ct's

yamen to the ground. The jail was
destroyed-an-d the prisoners set at lib
ertv. Up to the present the authori
ties do not know where to lay hands
on the escaped prisoners, as no .trace
of the metal records remain.

The North China Daily News gives
the following account oi tbe wreck of
theVudrtw: 'Ths Taku. which arrived
in Shanghai on the afternoon of the
17th of August, brought news of the
loss of the iirltlnh otvamer Madras,
Captain 1'lenice. 1.090 tons, owned by
Cnapuian & Ness of London. This is
the steamer which brought out the
eigbgt 40-t- on Armstrong guns for the
Chinese uoveromentiin ueceiuoer last.
Ever since then she has beeu running
on the ccast. She left Nagasaki on
Tuesday, the 10th of August, with a
cargo oi coal lor iiong jiong. un
Thursday night she encountered a ty-
phoon, and for two days no observa
tion could be taken. During this time
she appears to have experinced the
full torca of the tvuhoon. and on Fri
day her decks were clean swept and
nee Boats an carried away, wui e
thpfA were two f k of Water
in the forehold and tbe coals
tot into tbe . bilges, making it
Oitticult to clear the water out of her.
Un this plight the captain, on Sunday
morning, saw land, which proved to be
sue Taichow Islands. He then steered
in, in order to anchor, but the vessel
at 8 p. m.. struct on a reef, rue train
tuna came along an hour after the ac
cident, anchored, and remained all
nlgnt. She sent ner ooais in tne aiter-noo- n

and with the assistance ot some
fishermen, took on board the captain.
the chief o Ulcer, engineers and sailors
and proceeded next morning at abont
u o'clock on ner voyage, i ne second
mate. Mr. Atkinson, and ten Chinese
fishermen, were taken off the wreck by
tbe fishermen, but the latter refused to
put them onboard tbe Chmtung for
what reason is not quite clear. The
Madras fa k soon after the crew were
takvn off, with her upper deck abont
twelve feet under water. A swarm of
innks immediately came down and be
gan looting the vessel of whatever they
could get hold of. .
