George A. Meears, involving the
question of the validity of the liguor
ordinance of this city, were heard.
Very little public interest was taken
in the case, scarcely a scere of peo-
ple—attorneys ncluded—being In
court while the case was being ar-

gued. J. L. Rawlins, Faq., appear-
ed with Judge Miner in behalf of

the city; Arthur Brown, Eaq., and
Mr. Huey in behalf of Mr. Meears.

In arguing the guestion each side
was limited to ome hour.

Mr. H opened for Mr. Meears,
his line t, as detailed
in the somewhat as fol-
jows: That it t besaid to be an
open question how far a territorial
Legislature might go in granting to

This, counsel
claimed, was beyoud the grant of
asuthbority, and is in the nature of a
tax, iMfegal and void.. Tt was. furth-
er claimed that the cily has
no right to exact any fee in Lhe
nature of prohibition; that
the Tarritory itself could not dotha
that the Congreas and Legislature
the general government had always
recognized the trafle in Bquor as
gitimate, and as a business protect-
ed at the common Iaw.
