' DEYOTED TO THEIR RELIGION

and seem to have unbounded confi-
dence In their elders, the highest au-
thority in the CUarch, for-th- e less in-

telligent amongst them will not talk on
the subject of religion unless one
comes recommended by the elders,'
while the others will give but little
chance to any one but will diligently
advocate their own doctrines, and all
are possessed 01 a great amount ot
pelf -- righteousness. ; Not being able to
reach the people by the medium of
meetings, we traveled from house to
house ana found many who had al-

ready heard .the 1 Gospel- - through
Elders Usher and Loufensock,
but none that seemed to care
anything about it. They like
nearly ail tne rest 01 me cnris- -
tlan .denominations deny revela-
tion, gifts and blessings as something
no longer needed, but claim that the
New Testament is all that is neededor ever will bo given for the salvation
of the human family:; still they sure not
nueawitn ine .spirit oi oaireu againstus as moat all the rest.

Pethaps & few Items In regard to toe

ORIGIN, TRAVELS AND PRINCIPLES
of this church may be Interesting to
your readers. I will therefore relate
what I have learned from the people
and their books in regard to it. In the
16th-centu- ry the Koman Catholic
church had almost universal sway
throughout the then known worlds still
mere were some people in uoiuinu wno
ma not Deneve in ner aociriues ana
practices, aad, consequently, did notconnect themselves with that church,but were to be found scattered through
the country without an organization or
leader. They believed In the baptism of
adults by sprinkling, but not in the
naDtism 01 imants. ana were tnereiore
called anabantists., In 1529 a Catholic
priest by the name of Meno Simon also
commenced to preach openly against
the baptism of 'infants. To him these
people sent a delegation of seven men
to ask him to be their leader. Meno
Simon did not at first comply with
their request,-- - but: told, them
to go and make this a mat
ter of prayer for. a certain lengthof time, and promised that he too
would ask the Lord it it was Ills will
that he should be their leader. After
the set time had expired the seven men
came again ana wis time Aieno con-
sented. IIe at once, in the vear 1330.
severed his connection with the
mother church, and commenced to, or
ganize some of theae people into a
church, of which he now. was the
leader, and which was called after
him

, .

. THE MENNONITE CHURCH.
He was at the time 34 years of age
Persecution now commenced to rage,
and the Catholic church tortured anc
killed hundreds of the Mennonites in a
most horrible manner. In 15W Meno
was declare 1 an outcast, and a large
price offered - for his head : he was
forced to flee, and left Holland with
his followers and went ; to Meklenburgand Holstein, and died on the 31st of
Jauuary. 1561. In Prussia his follow
ere found a home, because there - the
power of the Catholic church was, to a
great aecree, oroKen inrouKn tne is
bors of r Martin Luther and other re
formers. The king of Prussia request-ed them to perform, military duty,which they refused, and about 00 years
ago uatnanna, tne impress oi ttussia,
being desirous of having the Mennon
ites settle in nor oomsin inn taa suo

they . well- - understood, offered them
land and the privilege to serve God
unmolested according to their belief
This offer they accepted and

where they enjoyed the promised prlv- -

eleges and grew very rich until in 1872,:
wnen Emperor Alexander annulled tne
promises made by Catnerinaj and re--
auired that the Mennonites should fur
nish their quota of men for the Russian
army, and in all respects be treated the
same as other subjects of the Empire.
Aiexanaer. nowever. gave tnem ten
years in which time they should either
emigrate, or at the end thereof submit
to ms request. Many thousands sold
their homes at a area sacrifice and
immigrated to the United States and
Canada, while the maloritv remained
A few have settled in Mountain Lake,
Minnesota, some in Dakota, and a large
coiony in nansas, out tne greater part:
oi tnem are in uanaaa.

The changing of
faith or being again baptized after one
has once been sprinkled by the elder is
considered to be the sin&Kainst the
tioiy unost, wnicn never can be for
given, it is also considered wrong to
marry any one outside of the' church
tnereiore u a man aesires to oecome a
citizen and takes the oath of alleclence.
or otherwise mingles with orj acts like
an American ne ia considered as in bad:
standing and not allowed to partake of
tne Lord's supper .

The homes of the Mennonites ! are

very plain, as also are their dress and
food. Cleanliness does not seem to-
form a part of . their religion. The
bouses are nearly all built alike, under
one large roof, covered with grass or
straw, f These will be found the dwelli-
ng- place for man and beast, bed and
dining: rooms, parlor and kitchen, pig-
pens, cow ana horse stables are: all
connected with each other by door-
ways.
