Jii( so dicing Were
washed overboard " and t drowned
Many reached thel sliore by aid of
t he lines, and the Cshermcn's boats
rescued many more. At last a)
had ither been washed offer rescu
ed. except myself, the woman and
a boy. The sea had become so
rough that the boats could not ven
ture near ns. The! boy was washed
oG'.but he swam gallantly and reach
ed One of the boats In safety. I got a
nrm noia or tne woman, and se
cured nor in the jrigglng. '4 could
see people on the shore , and in the
boats, and could j hail them,lbut
they were unable to help us. At
two o'clock in the p.m.. after we
had been in the digging : 10 hours,
tlte Bev. M r. Ancient, a Church of
England' clergyman, 'Whose noble
Conduct l can never forget while I
live, got a crew or jour men to row
him out to the wreck. He got Into
the rigging and procured a line and
then advanced as I. for as ho could
towards me, and then threw it to
me. l caught, it, -- made It fast
around my body, and then jumped
clear, sea swept me err tne
wreck, lmt Mr, Ancient held fast to
this. llneJ pulled me back and got
me safely in the boat, l was then
so exhausted and benumbed that I
was hardly able fto do anything
lor myseir,

clergyman's gallant '

- conduct
t ' must nave perished, soon.
The woman after bearing up with,
remarkable " strength' .. under her
great trials, had died two hours be
fore Mr. Ancient arrived, i Her half
nuderbody was tili fast In the Jie--

11 protruding, "her
mouth foaming, 4 teiribly ghastly
spectaclc,,rendereJm6re ghastly by
the : contrast wltrjtne numerous
jewels " which sparkled i on - her
