Arrangements for the ride Itself ore
completed and the selection of a loca-
tion IIs all that delays tile final an-
nouncement The board track for each
rider will be as wide as the rails will
allow Each locomotive will be followed
by a car which will be occupied by
guests On the back of thin car will be
a wind shield Upon this shield a black
line will be drawn and upon this the
rider will have to glue his eyes with
terribleI Intentn On the track will
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be a second line over which he must
travel Deviation from this caused by
the slightest wabbling Is likely to pre-

cipitate the rider to almost certain
death The track will be boarded for a
