Liberty and Religion

The rellgtous census of Victoria,
in which every ou uas dwu k
liberty to enter his religion in any
manner which teat pleased his
fancy, as a very curious document.
Of 86J.S16 persocs, very nearly 200
000 (i. e. 299,512) return themselves
as belonging to the Church of Eng- -
and, nearly (more exactly,

197,157) as Boman Catholics, con-slderb- ly

over 1?0,000 as Presbyter
ians of soma snaae or other snd
nearly the same numter as Metho-
dists of some shade or other, while
of the other Protestant sects none
much exceed 20,000 about the num-
ber of Baptists, the Independents
falling in numbers slightly below
the Jiaptists. JKIeven thousand are
returned ai Pagans. But the curi-
ous thing is the number of fancy
religions. There is one Borrowlte,
one Mllleiltr, one Walaerlle, one
Colsnsoite, one. who returns himself
as a "Silent Admirer," one aa a
Theoeophic, and five who belong to
the Church or li.il Bands." There
are ; twenty wno declare tnat tney
have "iVo Church at present, no
creed," thiee who call themselves
"oaved sinners," one who is a "lie
liever in parts of the Bible," two
who call themselves (,Neatrals,'Jand
three who- - state their religion as
u e. d." Probably, a much greater
number might have declared them
selves adherents to these last two
creeds, had Victorian cendor been as
great as Victorian liberty.

Owing to the great over
flow of the Mississippi Jast spring
and the continued rainy weather
durine June and July, the cotton
crop this year is from one-four- th to
one-thir- d short of the general aver-ac- e.

but for all that the price of lint
cotton is very jow ana stui iaiung.
The corn crop is eeneraiiy xooa, so
that a portion of the people have
raised their own bread, though there
are a creat many who depend en
tirely upon the cotton crop for their
living. Asl to . the other staple of
Southern diet, viz:, bacon, the great
majority cf that article muse be 1m

ported; for though the acorn ana
nut croris sufficient to fatten plenty
of pork to supply the State, the hogs
are not nere to eat even xne tenia
part of the mast that falls.

The work or the ixrd is pragree
sing favcrably-I- n this State. The
Saints as a rule have bf en blessed
with Kood crops, this season. , They
are very kind to the iLlderv, pi ovia
Ing for their necessities and assl ting
them in every way possible. A few
will leave here this fall and many
others Intend emigrating to Colora
do in tbe spring.- - Elder Z. K. Jadd
and mjself have been laboring for
some months past in Jones, Jasper
and Smith Counties, 150 miles south
of here, a field opened by Elders
Wm.

President John Morgan was also
present and inspired us with tenew
ed energy.
