To say that he
was Fmtinud was but slight expres-
slon of nis feel:ng on his return from
his latest foreign mission. He [felt
that his volce wus not strong eoough
tv be heard over the large ball, He
had a testimony, and koew that God
hed spoken in the last days and re-
vesled the plan of salvation for ail
who would receive it. The Gospel of
ties¢n vf God wias pot a contracted
pla=. Tbe Apostle spoke of the rlory
ol the sum, of the moon apd of the
stars. These were all degrees of glory,
and embraced the whole humap fam-
ily who would accept salvation.
