Don Maguire of Ogden, the widely

known mining enginger nd metal-

gterily  desert, and before Us ran
wagun tracks thet were made the yea
before by muners and gdventurers who
cathe to the silver mines of Panamint
from Ploche, Belmont and Eureka, Nev
Old Tex, vur guide, ~|.-l that ;m\.nm
to the late Panamint excliement, o
could see on that degert waste (h
tricKe of the wagons owned by the
early emigrants, of which a number
perished for want of water in the yenrs
1949-50.  When about soven miles out
on the desert we came across the bones
of three oxen, cracked, worn, and wed
ther-beaten, and a little further three
gpokes, yet near it, and a little further
away, lay the tre -»r this whee! but fit-
tle rusted, although it hal lain there al-
most 26 gears.

had separated from a larger party, who
had taken & course south from Lag Ve«
gas, In what is known as the sgate of
Nevada, and who, in going from the Ve-
ghs to the south of the next one, had
taken an old established route across
the desert; but our unfortunate few be.
Heved thay they could take a more di-
yegl route acrogy the desert and over
the Panamint rapge of mounthing. In
taking this new route, the emigrants
found it easy for a time, but after pass
ihe Ash Mendowse thelr troubles began,
Thelr deseent from the Funeral Range
inmte Death Valley was difficult, come

pelling them to abandon muca of (helr |

property, and when upon the unknown
desert they were without water, night
was upen them aml the days that fol

lowed saw the destruction of most of |

thalr number; for, in taking their way
acress the desert, the party became
crazed with thirgt and wandered In var-
jous dlrections, Dbecoming delirious,
wany-of them stripped themselves of all

celothing and, lke wild beasts, began to

hurrow jo the hard desert sands with
kheir bare hands. Two men named
Towne and Walt along with Mrs, Towne
and nine other persons escaped by
repching the Panamint mountains and

finding a spring. The remaining 18 pers |

gong, man women and children, who
copnnosed the party left thelr bones in
the (egert! and ona of the surviving 12
persong, named Beunett, gave the name
of ‘Death Valley (o the dreary sinks of
thie Amargosa, on which he had 2o suf-
fored sod s comrgdes had perished in
the tereible old days of overland travel
In 49

“It woutld seem that the man Hennet,
one of those who escaped, was the
prime gpleit in gdviring the Death Vale
ley route instead of the route further
east, and by the way of the sinks of the
Molave: and, after the disaster to his
party, he ahtwaed to his friends jn upper
Californla a specimen of native siiver,
which he clainmed to have broken from
a five foot ledge or vein, gnd which was
but g day's journey west of Death Val.
ley.  He ¢laimed to have found this
veln near a #pring, at which he was
elgcking his awful thirst. He carrieq
tlie epecimen with him and later on
converted part of it Into a foresight for
n rifle.
