YEARS.

lC3tTtiponleie ofj tie DZIEiet Nxws.

A co.Tespoadent of liie Wetlern
--Vail, vfrltlcg froai St. Asaph, Xorth
Waies, furnishes soma very inte-
resting particulars of the early years
ofMr.H.M. Stanley.

When you ng Rowlands, as Stanley
was of course known before he was
adopted by Mr. Stanley, tvhose
name ho now bears, was attending
the St. .Asaph Union School, Ihe
schoolmaster had so high an opinion
ofulmthathe used, to put biru iu

I charge of Ihe scholboya during his
absci.ce. The boy was iqual lo the
tasko! maintaining discipline. He
would allow no one to question his
authority. Jlalher than sutler
any one to lake liberties with him
he would give tbs boys a sound
thrashing all round, and this he
would do so effectually that no boy
was found iu the school bold enough
todisputeliisautl'oHt.Theboy was
particulatlyfoni of geography and
arithmetic, aud teemed never so
happy as when; pulnter III hsndj he
wasHllowtd to ramble nt his own
sweet w ill o er the face of the map.
He seemed lo his s to
have the latitudo and langitudecf
eachplaco at his finger end". He
was, Jt nniiears, also a good enman
and on this account was often se-
lectedI by the porter of the Union to
