Nothing important has been
issued Irom the press in regard 10
Tonga ol l.ate? year., except .ome letter,
written by " I lie Vagabond" for the
Me bourne Leader, w hich subsequently
appeared in pimphlet form, enbdled
''Holy Tonga," but 1. .aid to be unreli-
able.

The Tonii.n Island, comoreheml
three principal arid well defined groups.
I ilteen ol the islands rise to a consider-
able height; e are moderately
elevated; and the rest are low. The
three division, .re known as the

the Maapaiand the Vuvau Islands.
The Tungalahu group contains Tonga,
the chief and largest island, from which
the group i. named and which by way
ol distinction and eminence i. mull
generally called Tongatabu, which mean.
Tonga the S.icred. This island is about

miles long and Irum seven to
eight mile, wide, Il ia situated between
latitude 11" and Jl" jcr south, and longi-
tude 175-

- and 175" y west and cuntain.
Nakualola, the capital of the kingdom
of Tonga. Next in importance is Kua,
situated about eleven mile, suutheast ul
Tongatabu. It is thirteen miles long by
about six miles in breadth, aud attains
an elevation in .ome place, ol nearly
aix hundred leel. Tuere are also about
twenty small islands surrounding the
two above named, of which Kueiki,
Hagatmolu, Atata and Fata are the
largest. With Ihe single exception ol
Kua, none ol Ihe Tungatahu group
reach any considerable elevation.

The llaapai Island, are separated
from tile 'Tongatabu gruup by about
thiny mile, ol clear nca at their nearest
point, from whence they extend north,
ward over a distance of seventy mile..

islands, most of which are .mail,
lyiug between latitude 10" 3' and so"
as' south, a d between longitude 174"
10' and 175" 10' west. A lew only are
inhabited. he whole group b Intersect-
ed by alternate reela and deep sea chan-
nels, which make ihe navigation both
mtrtcale and dangerous to strangers.
The island, are all ut low elevation with
the exception ol the volcanic islands of
Tofua and Kao. In addition lo Ihe two
island, named, Llluka, llaano, F'oa,
Lalaga, Mougaone, Ulna,
lioleva, Nomuka, Haaleva,
Tugua and Futuhaa are the principal
islands in the llaapai group, lletween
Tonga and llaapai there uie also two
high islands called lluia 'Toga and Huge
llaapai. '1 hey he about twenty mile, to
the westward of the usual course Irom
the one group tu tho other, and Ihey
are leparaled Irom each other by a deep
sea channel of about one and a half
mile. wide. They give clear evidences 01

volcanic origin, and are haunted by
innumerable docks 01 sea buds.

But in Ihe year named it blew up with
an esplosion which was heard 1.10 miles
off, and wan reduced to a huge mass of
lava and burnt sand, without one leaf or
bin e of any kind The people had all
escaped, warned by violent earthquakes
which prrceded the eruption '1 he sea
was covered with ashc . for more than
sixty miles, and the Iree. and crops at
Vavau forty five mile, away were
senouily damaged. At Ihe lime ni the
catastrophe, an American whaling ship,
commanded by Captain Somson,

fur Vavau, fell in with, and
through a thick and heatv show, r of
ashes and pumice stone, lle reported
his experience as lollciwa:

"At the lime we saw the cloud il waa
a lopsail hn ce Irom the
northeast; but il was a beautilul clear
star light nicht. As we approached. It
appeared like a 1. pull; und as soon as
we entered, the eyes of the men on
watch were blinded with line dust.
Captain Samson put the ship about; but
being convinced that there was no land
near, he ag un kept bis cour-t- When
the sun arose, ihe dust appeared ol a
dark red color, rolling over like great
volumes of tin ike and presented an
appalling appearance. At 8 o'clock a. m.
It became so dark that candle, had to
be lighted in the cabin. At . m. Ihe
atmosphere began 10 clear a lilile, and
the tun was occasional y .cen. ily noon
we were ch ar out of the cloud, being
then in 170" 45' west longitude and .

south latitude, having sailed through
the shower ol ashe, at least loriy
miles." Captain Cash, of the ship
Massachusetts, got into the shower
about the same lime, though nis c urse
lay in Ihe vicinity of Savage Island pro-
bably limy mile, to the eastward at
Captain Samson's position.

'I he abse nce of running streams or
river, is ore of Ihe characteristics ol the
Friendly Hands. 1 heie are only two
very insiguih, ant exceptions throughout
the whole group. Th. se occur al Vavau
and F.ua. Tnat at Vavau is an under-
ground stream, rind is reached nh
uilbculty, by descending a considerable
depth into, natural cavern that can n'y
be explored by Ihe aid ol torches. 'I he
sleama on Kua are very small. or
oil water llieinhabitamsdepend entire,

ly upon what is collected from Ihe
clouds, , ilher in tanks or day phs called
by the native, lel.as. 'The rail y months
are Deci moer, J muaiy and February
'Ihe average h m". r.ituie during the
enure ye.11 is 76 V iJunlig the hoi
months Irom Ucc mher to March, tue
thermometer frequently rages at guu and
even ." In Ihe shade. The islands ure

ulijeci 10 hurricanes, which seem to
occur with periodical regularity, and
always in the rainy season Irom Iecem
ber lo March. "The lull lone ol the
cyclone lads upon om-- orntherol Ihe
three grout s at intervals of about
years' write. Ihe Kev. nomas West.
" I he hurricane gives but few indications
ol it. up; ruac ti. he w ind rise, sudden-
ly, accompanied by heavy rain, and its
duratiun, strength and progress, in any
given lovably, depend, upon n. being
nearer to, or more remote from ihe cen-
ter ul Ihe wind circle. No tongue or
pen can possil.lv convey an adequate
idea ol these visitations. Heaven and
earth apiie.r to be on the move; and as
lor Ihe sea, ill grandeur 1. altogether
indcscnbahie. lie lush ol the

tempest; the cracking and fall ol
trees on all .ides; blanche, huiled
through tho air; . turn from
the Iree. and flung in .11 directions with
the velocity ol cannon balls; a deluge uf
ruin; unusual darkness; and Ihe crash ol
tailing houses, all these attendants un.
on a hurricane make up one ol Ihe most
dismal and terrific pictures in natural
phenomena. 'The destruction of dwell-
ing house, and other buildings usually
attended upon these visitations, must,
however, be attributed not merely to
the force of Ihe wind, but also in great
measure, to the torrent ol rain. 'The
fact is, the heavy rain soon sapi the
loundaiiun of Ihe large posts upon which
the security ol the building depends
Gradually the wind away. Ihe super-
structure to and fro, and at every gust
opens and widen. Ihe earth aroundlhe
sockets ol the posts, until Ihe entire
fabric loses its equilibrium, and coming
down with a crash, all 11. posts and
beams, however toutrh and thick, are
snapped like so many carrots " Uuriiig
a hurricane in Vavau many year, ago,

chapels were blown down, though these
building! were Ihe very beat and strong-el- l

constructed by the people-Al-

the islands are aubj.-c- to earth-
quakes, which are both Irequent and
violent. 'The brethren who are laboring
here now have experienced the peculiar
sensation ol being violently shaken by
Mother lyurth a number of limes, hut
the occurrence of earthquake, produces
but very little alarm among the natives
whose house, cannot be shaken down
by litem.

Like many of the Polynesian g.oups,
the Friendly Islands are entirely Iree
Irom noxious xnake. and serpent., nor
.re there any frogs or toads. It
hard 10 determine what were Ihe indi-
genous animals uf the islands. Captain
Cook, when visiting ihe islaud. in 1777,
lound hog. and dogi; but it ia supposed
by some that these were left by the
Dutch navigator Tasman, nearly a cen
tury before. Horse, unci cattle were

by Ihe missionaries aliout
letbu. They were lirst led by Captain
Cook, but became distinct during the
long aeries ol wars which succeeded the
pet tod of his visit. Sheep also were
added hy Ihe missionaries 10 the stock
ol tine goat, that had boen introduced
at an earlier date. The common domes-
tic luwl. tho moa of Polynesia, is (a
chicken! plentihil, both in ihe abis
(home) of the natives and In all pans of
the "bush.1 The bato or Muscovy duck
also abound, sand there are some tur
keys. Geeso and Knglisli ducks nave
been introduced, but Ihey do not seem
10 thrive. I no sea birds comprehend
several varietie. ol gulls, bitterns and
herons. In 'Tonga, a. in all tropical
countries, insect liio swarms and luxuri
ates, ss much as tbe vegetattun. Ants,
black and red, swarm everywhere, and
so do lunula aud beetle, uf all kinds.

he auts became su troublesome at the
mission home at Mua, that FZlder Atkin-
son, w ho ranks a. Ihe inventor ol the
little family ol Elders, had tu lall back
upon bis genius m order 10 secure the
scanty supply ol sugar kept in the house
from the extraordinary appetites ul the
ants. 'That the sugar bucket was sus-
pended on a lung string Irom the ceil-

ing of the kitchen was to no ellect; the
little pests would climb to the root and
then march down ill single lile to ihe
bucket, and theie feast; hence an origin-
al contrivance was thought ul and
adopted, but as it is not patented yet,
don't at liberty lo describe it here.
It seems that a well htiitig lid might
have had the same ellect. Iho mosqui
toes are also plentiful and troublesome
on the islands.
