THE SPEAKERS AT TUB TABERNACLE.

Elder Joseph H. Felt was the first
speaker. He dwelt upon the expert
ence of the Elders of this Church, who
went forth, as the Apostles of old,
preaching the Gospel to high, and low
among all nations, and of the univer-
sal testimony they bore on returning.
that : God had sustained ' them and
brourht them off tiinmphant

- over
every obstacle. He took up the ques-
tion of authority, and showed that the
Bible, of itself, could not give anyone
the right to preach or administer in the
things of God, though many in the
Christian world took license, ou ac-
count of the command, given by the
Savior to his Apostles anciently,, and
usurped that authority s ;

lie discoursed upon the Gospel's gifts
and blessings, the 'sIbbs" following
the Latter-da-y Saints as believers, and
contrasted their faith, and position
with the false doctrines of the Chris-
tian world, . He showed the necessity
of Prophets and Apostles, and that the
Bible was full of prophecies relatingto the latter days, when God's king-
dom was to be established upon the
earth. He was proud of his standingas a Latter-da- y Saint, and wished to
remain faithful and firm unto the end.

President Joseph P. ; Smith was the
next speaker. He had of late visited
considerably among the" different stakes
of Zlon, and was happy to report a
general improvement among the Latter-

-day Saints, throughout the length
and breadth of the land. They were
increasing in faith, intelligence, love
for one another and the Gospel they
had espoused. - ' - .

The Propet Joseph wasonce asked
how he managed to govern this people,
and replied that he taught them cor
rupt principles and, they governed
themselves. This was a true and Just
rule, and was the key to the govern-
ment of the Latter-da- y Saints to-da- y.

No people Were so free as this people,
and were it not for thi, they
would fail an easy prey; and be
tossed about by every wiudof doctrine.
But beiug taught the truth and having
it grounded In their own hearts.it made
them staunch and Independent, know-
ing what they were doing and being en-

tirely free to act upon their own acc-

ountability. The fact that the sec-
tarian world could not convert the
Latter-da- y Saints was a positive proofthat they knew Jwhat they were
about and were nof ; dependent
Upon'' wan" "nor held ".In" "subjec-
tion by any human power. They were
open to receive light and knowledge
from any source, but could not be con-
verted to that which was inferior to
what they already possessed.

The speaker described tho divided,
discordant condition of the "Chris-
tian" world at the time the Lord re-
vealed the GospeKibrough 'Joseph
Smith the Prophet,' and ' showed that
though they were united enough now1
when it came to opposing "Mormon-ism- ,"

yet they differed among, them- -,

selves in almost everything else.. ? He
Illustrated the fallacy of the only be-

lieve" dogma, proved that works were
necessary or belief would be worthless,
and exploded various false doctrines.

He showed that-ther- e were degrees of
exaltation In the heavens, and that a
person ought not to be , satisfied with
simply being saved, but should aspire
to the highest degree .of glory.
The Book of Mormon' was shown
to correspond with the Bible and clear
up all its doctrinal obscurities, and
the Gospel which they botn taught was
necessary to the salvation of man; The
world, if it desired Jhe- - annihilation of
"Mormonism,' should let.it severely
alone, for all persecution "o"nly tended
to Strengthen it and confirm its believ-
ers in their faith, ' but this the world
would not do, and the Lord's work
would be hastened to Its fulfilment as
the result.' It was a warfare f between
truth and error; error would yet be
breken In pieces but truth. ' would
stand firm, God being its founder" .

A writer in the Home Farm says:"Host soils need salt. Perhaps a word
here In reference to salt will not be out
of place.

" I might say it is indispensa-ble to nlura and near trees, thev need
ing from three pints to two. quarts to
each tree, or six bushels per acre, each
year, sown broadcast, and not put la
large quantities asrainst the tree; it had
better be applied at different internals.
In a neighborhood containing largeorchards the owners were quite dis-
couraged about their apples, as they
were very wormy; they were all more
or less Infected. One of the owners
resolved to kill or cure, and owning a
meat market, he had a large quantity of
old salt and brine. He applied it in the
sprn to the orchards in quantities
seemmglv largo enough to kill all the
trees. .Yet his trees did better than
usual, producing a large crop of sound
apples, .while his neighbor's were as
oaa as ever."
