CaiCAGO, Oct. 10. The first trouble
of the day on the West Side occurred
this afternoon when a man named
Gabbles, who drove one of the cars
yesterday,' drove oat of the Western
Avenue barn. The strikers stopped
him, but a shot from his revolver scat-
tered them. Three .times was he
stopped and oniy succeeded In getting
by by Indulging in a lively fnsllade.
Nobody was hurt.

The attempt to ran a car on the West
Side this afternoon resulted in a seri-
ous riot. As the ear was pulled out of
the Western Avenue barns, guarded by
half a dozen policemen headed by
Captain Aldrich, the crowd stood 20
feet deep on both sides of the car and
the.police were arranged Inside these
walls of : frantic men. A stone
crashed through the window before
the car had proceeded SO feet. At
the second I how er of stones a brick
struck the driver on the temple. Cap-
tain Aldrich was hit and bis scalp cut
open. The crowd advanced to the In-
tersection of Madison Street and there
the police caught a striker la the act of
throwing a stone. The man. was ar-
rested but in less than a minute a hun-
dred strikers bad piled on the police-
man and rescaed the prisoner. The
car now turned the corner and started
down on Madison Street and the crowd
followed, throwing stones. At Leavltt
Street the crowd rushed out to the
street aad boarded thacar, attemptingto drag the driver from bis position.
A patrol with a lead of police rode
both in front and behind the car. Thev
dismounted and charged on the crowd.
This time the maddened strikers held
their own and threw stones at the po-
licemen' One man struck Lieutenant
Shea, and the officer,

Art d, but bis bullet missed and the
strikers scattered in every direction.

A conference took place la the May-
or's office this afternoon which was
attended by Hia Honor and a com
mittee of strikers of the North aad
West Divisions. It lasted six hours.
It Is understood that they made cer-
tain concessions. Steps were tsken to
convene an Immediate general meeting

f strikers.--'

Just before midnight. President
Yerkes entered the Mayor's office, and
a few moments later a committee of
twenty-on- e representing all the strik-
ers, appeared and were admitted. The
committee were armed with full pow-
er to settle tbe strike. This authoritybad 'been conferred upon them by n
general meeting of strikers, which
went Into seasion after an early con-
ference with the Mayor was ended. It
was thought at midnight, la the best
informed circles, that the strike would
be at an end before daylight, tbe chief
agent in bringing it about being the
threat of a general strike oa tbe syn-
dicate's lines in the citlse of the East

It was in the small hours when tbe
conference adjourned. 'There -- bad
been no agreement and the night'swork was worse that fruitless. The
report that President Yerkes had gone
to the mayor's office at midnight Is er-
roneous, "s Mayor Roche, before the
midnight conference, had spent several
hours with Mr. Yerkes at the Union
League Club presumably laboring to
bring the magnate to a compromise.
Mr. Yerkes, however, waa utterly un-
bending. The best he would do would
be to reinstate tbe men In a body if
they would resume work immediately.
What the nature of Mayor Roche's
subsequent talk with the committee at
the past midnight meeting was can
perhaps be guessed from the mesas ge
that Luke Coyne, president of t the
West Side Car Men's Association, sent
to the nail where tbe men were wait-
ing, expecting the news of a com-

promise. .The message was: "Tell
the men to go home and be at the barns
In the morning at the time that the cars'
go ont.'

Chief of Police Hubbard was ssked
what would be done by the authorities.
