The
probability, is, among the enormous
rates in tne scneauie on wooien gooas
that he will pay a tax of not less than
U) cents on the dollar. Of course this
with each merchant's profits continues
and is in the goods when they are sold
to the consumer. ; Then by the time
one of you buys this cloth you And
that you bave to pay from $10 to $'J0.
Now. mv friends, this is true. There
is scarcely a thing you wear, the price
of which Is not increased by the tariff
tax. There arc men audacious enough
to say that a nfctt protective tariff is
for the benefit of the laboring man.
Why in the name of all that la common
sense and reason, how can a laboringman be aided by a tax that tax.a him

Toledo, Auk. SO. About 4 this af-
