what I call my slow shaft; It la ran by
a Iwlt from the pulley, D, which ia five
itH'hi lu dlaruntPf, to pnllfy K, which
If 2ft i lichee. Thn are wooden pulleys
and homumado. They aru as good as
more eiH.'uive ones. tue ran buy the
ftangna for fastening them to tho shaft
very cheaply. This slow shaft runs au
eluvator (uut showu lu the cut for foar
of ooufuslon) that brings ooru up from
the shelter and del Ivor It into a big
bin. There If a I ft bushel hopper at T
that la upon ted to the grinder, A, and
thou there la a tNiuveyer from the grind-
er to a bin that hold the meaL On the

low shaft, too. la the sheave, O, that
runs a wire cable to the pomp a 'JO foot
distant The food cutter, If, Is ran from
the lower shuft, and the out fuddof drops
down to the room bnlow. flock ont of
tho way if the wood saw, W, which la
also tun by thu lowest shaft.

It
will mu a large oorn sholler, and elo- -
vato nud grind at the same time. 1

would not get a shuller uuletu. it were a
salt fend; tig iue of large capacity that
is, if I had several thousand bushels of
com to shell. There is ample power to
ruu it. It will cnt dry corn fodder ns
fimt ns om can it iu, when there in
n g'Hxl wind. It will keep twu men
huNtling to get wood to it whmi there
is u gtod eawmg wind. It will pump
and perform aluuut any of the uthur
operutiotts at the same time.

When thorn is not a good wind, It will
uot do much, yet a very light breeze
will shell and pump and run tho bono
mill. I do not ue a tank at nil In the
sheep barn, but ou pumping

mto the troughs, and uot ttu
time lu a winter do 1 have to pump h.v

haud. Them is uo doubt that for tlui
farmer who can storo his work, hi
wood, wuter and shelled corn and

Oue great point in marketing milk la
t j gut It as quickly aa possible from the
row to the coolt.r, thenoe Into the bJt
ties lu Which it if to be shipped and
thence to the cotimmer himself. Clean
lineaa aud rapidity this ia the toue
that goea iu tho milk trade.

If a speck or scale of soared milk is
left in a ermine of the motal cap that
covers a mi lie bottle, that spock or scale
is enough to soar the whole bottleful
and inuke th' couaumer think his milk-
man la do good.
