There la one feature in our system of
ecclesiastical government or, ennren
organization that has always appearedto me to be a grand design. I refer to
the seating of oar large congregations
in our places oi worship. Having fre
quented many different churches' be
longing " to different denominations
throughout England and Scotland,
have invariably found, . whether the
church was poor or rich, in an aristo
cratlc neighborhood r otherwise, that
the system of renting pews fw&a in
vogue, .ueing a stranger, a oeaaie or
church deacon would show where a seat
coirid be obtained. Infmany churches,
however, strangers find seats as best
they can and it sometimes happensmas alter you nave taaen your Beat,the regular pew noiaera would come
in and throw such a look at you aa
much as to say. " What are you doing
here, this seat is my personal proper-
ty." Cases have happened, too," where
tne pew noiars wcuia wait till tne
stranger came out or polltejy ask them
to do so, Where such nave come un-
der my observation, I confess that a
feeling of disgust came over me. I
could see in all this distinction a wide
chasm betwixt those who paid for
seats and those,who were not able to.
And I oelievr inat thia .fact alone
has tended to keep thousands out ot
the churches of the world. Having
bad this kind of experience amongst
the churches which I attended from
lime to time in my early years, yon
can probably realize to some extent my
Sleasure at finding la the Church of

Of Latter-da- y Saints a
system entirely opposed to that in use
amongst the different sects. Every
time 1 take my seat in the Tabernacle,or a ward meeting house; I always ap-
preciate the fact that there are no re-
served seats for the I congregation ;
that the poorest 8aint amongstus is just as much entitled .to
what be or she ' considers - a
good seat as the richest ; that wealth
takes no precedence in the noaseoi the
Lord. There is something beautiful
in this simple design. We are destined
to become one, and surely this order of
things is tending in that direction. In
our church the master ? and servant
may frequently alt in the same seat and
partake of the sacrament together, and
wfty not? Do yon find this state of
things in the world? No., The amto
crataare altogether above sitting in
church in the same seat with the ser-
vants. Class distinction forbids,ana the master or mistress that
would adopt such familiarity with
his or her servants would be
at once ostracised and debarred from
Intermingling or associating with their
rank.
