The following are the
exact word- of that portion of the
dispatch udeiii!!! to Constantino-
ple: Tho Czar pledged his nacred
word of honor, hi the most earnest
ami solemn manner, that ho hail
no ialentiou of acquiring Coustan-tlnople.un- d

that if necessity should
force lii m to occupy a portion of
lmlgaria, it would ouly be provi-
sionally, until the peace and safety
Oi UlU t. U'lil.i inoculation were
secured. The Czar could not un-

derstand, when loth countries had
a common object, namely, the
amelioration or the condition of
the Christian?, and when he had
given every proof that he had no
desire for conquest, why there
should not be a perfect understand-
ing between Kuglaud and Russia,
based upon the policy of peace,
which would bo equally beneficial
to their mutual interests and the
interests of Europe generally. The
Czar said nothing could be more
absurd than the intentions, attri-
buted to Russia, of the future con-
quest of India, which was a perfect
impossibility. He deeply deploredthe distrust manifested in England,and earnestly requested me to do
my utmost to dispel it, and charg-
ed me to convey to her Majesty'sGovernment the solemn assurances
that he had given me.

The dispatch also states, In re-

gard to the rumors that Servla aud
Roumania demanded they should
be erected into Independent king-
doms, tho Czar said their was no
intention of establishing any such
kingdoms, and such a course would
be folly. 1 le had permitted officers
to go to Servla, provided they left
the Russian service, in the hope of
calming tho agitation In Russia.

The foregoing dispatch was veri-
fied by Prince GortschakofI before
its transmission to Lord Derby, and
approved as correctly representing
the views expressed by the Czar.
Lord Derby replied, instructing
Lord Loftus to Inform the Czar and
Trince GortschakofI that the Queen
aud her government received the
Czar's assurances with the greatest
satisfaction. The Russian Govern-
ment having requested the publica-
tion of this correspondence, as it
contained assurances of a nature to
tranquillze public feeling. Lord
Derby informs Lord Loftus that he
granted this request, conslderlugthe publication opportune, In view
of the mobilization of the Russian
forces.
