mense amount of data frpm which will
be oreoared the annual report of the
commissioner of railroads. No figures
coald-- be obtained from Plckerell, bat
in general conversation about the con-
dition of v roads, he admitted
they j were . not now earningas mac a as tney , aia ;: last
year. This he ascribea to competitionana consequent reduction oi rates, but
tbe condition of the roads is fairly
healthy, and the business done is legi-
timate and increasing. Althonrh the
Ccntial and Union Pacific have both
passed dividends, Pickereu considers
them fairly paying properties. There
are, however, in his opinion, too many
railroads In the West for the popula-
tion, and until the country grows more,
they cannot pay a very big interest on
money invested. Concerning the Union
Pacific, Plckerell says the main line
is earning over $12,000 per mile. The
consolidated system of 1820 miles pay-
ing more than operating expenses and
dividends while the branch lines, ag-
gregating 32,600 miles, are a drag, manv
of them not paying expenses. Should
the branch lines not pick up, or should
they continue to absorb the earningsof the main line, the Union Pacific can
at any time, as a matter of policy,-dro-

them, as it now owns the stocks and
bonds and can dispose of them by
sale.' It may be considered wiser on
the other hand to keep them in order
to ward loll opposition. The Union
Pacific proper Is good property.

for in the absence of a law of the
land,- - the relatives of women who have
oeen polluted Dy corrupt men nave ire-quen- tly

slain the offenders, and public
sentiment sustains tnem u us act, a
verdict against one who takes the life
of a seducer or adulterer being 4 rare
incident in the courts of Justice of the
United States. Mr. Anderson and his
family are aware that these explana-
tions were all made to them before
they came (to Utah. His son, Scott
William Anderson called upon the
writer this morning, and so stated.

When Mr. Anderson delivered a tem-
perance lecture in the Salt Lake Thea-
tre, several months ago, to a large au-

dience, he, on that public occasion
stated, as, the hundreds who were pre-
sent' will perhaps recollect, that all
that Brothers Jno.Nlcholson and Fran-
cis Cope had told him in reference to
the Church, its doctrines and people,he had, since his arrival in Utah, found
to be true in'every particnlar. In fact,
he gave the writer of this, there and
then, credit for not painting matters
in as favorable a - light for the Church
and the Saints as they deserved, so
careful was I not to make an erroneous
impression on his mind, knowing, as I
did, the tendency of his ideas to infla-

In a meeting in Liverpool at which
a number of uon-Morm- were pres-
ent, Mr. Anderson fctated, - in an ad-
dress, that in certain counties of Utah,
I have forgotten the number,
but they would have incor-
porated nearly the whole of tbe
Territory, .there was no place where
Intoxicating drink could be procured.This he said was not because men
were not to be found ready to estab-
lish ' such places, . bat because the
people were so temperate that enough
business could not be found to sustain
even one dramshop.In the same meeting
I corrected this assertion, much to his
annoyance, as I did not wish any
person to receive, any erroneous im-
pressions in relation to the people of
Utah if I could prevent It.

Mr. Anderson makes assaults On the
private characters of individuals, but
in tue light of what 1 know concern-
ing him I would not receive any state-
ment of his as true unless amply veri-
fied. He pretends to have always en-
tertained an aversion to the doctrine
of polygamy. If so he never betrayed
any such sentiment to the doctrine so
far as I coald discover. ;

bv extraordinary effort, and in answer
to earnest prayer, succeed In over
mastering tnis, there is no real jov, no
healthful satisfaction to be experienc-
ed in this work. -- 1 am very glad to
know that I have never lost the Spiritof God.

JThe money was furnished as reonest- -
ed.bv Mr.Cope,Hon. William Budge,L-- R.

MartLueaa and others. Mr. Cone
took the precaution to take Mr. An
derson's notes in favor of the gentle-
