Pearson reiterated his former threat,
and, stepping back about four or five
feet.f rom Greent,ook deliberate aim and
fired. Green tell upon his face,
exclaiming, "You have killed me!"
Pearson then turned his weapon upona man who was standing near, and
commanded him to turn Green ovet
and see where the bullet had hit him.
The person addressed turned Green
over and told Pearson he was shot in
the breast near the heart. Pearson
mounted his horse, which was stand
ing near, and rode away, flourishing his
pistol. He was, however. Immediately
followed by the sheiiff and posse, ar-
rested and lodged in Jail. Arkioquest
was held and a verdict rendereadn ac-
cordance with the above facts. . .

He felt that a time of
trial was coming upon the Saints, and
he knew they would be given strength
to endure and triumph if they would
keep the commands olGod in humility.
He was satisfied persecution would
continue until the people observed the
laws of Uod, ana became trutniui- - ana
virtuous in alt their actions. It was
the duty of the Saints to set an exam
ple to all the world. Those who were
faithful would come off conquerors, fcr
theJCviltine could not overcome tue
Almighty, and the Lord would deliver
His people. There: was no fear in the
hearts of the Saints when they had the
approval of God, and the speaker
prayed that they might always live so
as to merit the blessings of the Lord.

Elder William U. Klmc next ad
dressed 'the congregation. He was
grateful to God for all the blessrngs
eujoyed by the4' people, and especially
for the Gospel of Christ, lie was
proud of his position among the Latter-

-day Saints, and of tbe position of
tue people as instruments to usher in
the dispensation of the fulness of
times, and to pfeach the Gospel to all
the earth. The Saints lo-d-ay claimed
to have received through Gods Prophet
the same idoctrines! that were taught
by Christ and His Apostles, soanected
with which, were the same powers,.
The Saints did not. feel to Oppose the
world,-t- ea offered, i In peace,
the .pare "principles of trutb, a
living Gospel. Fot centuries men bad
proclaimed that the Gospel was on the
earth, but the people had found the
tree offered to be a dead stumpT That
offered by the Latter-da-y Saints was
the true, living tree, planted by Jtiod,
and bearing the same fruits that' were
manifest in the Church in the. days
when tbe Savior was on tbe earth . Tbe
world could test-th- is claim of the
Saints; for if they found not the' fruits
of the Gospel among the "Mormons,''
they soald denounce them as a fraud.
But this could notl be done, toe tbe
same principles taught by Jesus' and
contained in the scriptures 'were pro-
claimed by the Saints. It could hot be
consistently demanded that any truth
must be eliminated from the Gospel,because ot the present "htehlvmaral"
civilization.: 4 truth anciently was
true to-d- ay t It was unchangeable. The
Saints to-da- y believed,a3 did the Saints
anciently, tnat where there is no Rev-
elation the people perish. It warn only
bv revelation that, man could know
Jesus was tha Christ, and without that
knowledge there could be no salvation.
It was impossible; tnrougn ail tne sys-
tems devised bv man. to find out tbe
Christ This knowledge coald Only be
obtained through re velations-fro- m

God. Job's knowledge that His Re-
deemer lived, and that He should
stand on the earth In tbe latter-da-y
was not obtained throneh scientific
research, but by submission to thel ill
oz neaven. so tnat mat trout was re
vealed to mill . The Latter-da- y Saints
went farther than mere belief In reve
lation; - They accepted the doctrine of
works In connection with their faith.
They believed In baptism for the re
mission 01 sjns as a necessary ordin
ance, and in the imposition of bands
for . the reception: oi the v Holy
Ghost.-- Tbe Christian world gen-
erally denied the essentiality of
baptism, and in repudiating, one doc- -

Imperfect religion at best. The Saints
could only be satisfied with the-whol- e

Gospel, as the only means of salvation.
They had tne Sf me organization and

primltiys ahnrch were,: listened ;uftheChurch prospered; bqt when the peo

who rejected the truth. This same
Gospel had been restored In thi nse,
and was offered by the Saints to the
world for their salvation. The same
things which in ancient times excited
the opposition of unen to r the i doc-
trines of the Lord: Jesus, brought
opposition ,to "Mormonlsm,'! ' and
aa a reauih ui iuib cvu wuueui;;and hatred .were increasing;
among fne innsmuns oi ine earin.
The present course of things was such
that the whole social System of moderu
Christendom was becoming so corrupt
that it most fall sooner pr later Taui
principle had been exemplified la the
history ot- - nations that had anciently
flourished and gone into decay.
