This draws Inspiration for the
school and has Its ellect. And the
teachers and all should look to Ibe
auperlnlendent at the leader, tho head,
and follow him In all things, for Iho
keynote of success In lifts la lo learn to
do what we are told, and where this Is
neglected In Ihe school by tbu students
or leathers Ihcro Is wanting power to
do good.

There Is another Important thing
that aboultl not tie niglected never
allow Ihe children lo sit and do noth-
ing; It Is tho worst thing that could
Imaalrdy happou.
