Stevy of tngley thie Crow “cout,
Lieut. Bradley, of the 7th ITufan
try, who led the advanecs of Gib-
bons command that rescued 1leno,
was in Helena Sunday (July 16,
en roufc to Ko Shaw. 'The 15 pald
interviewed him and the following
is the narration of C'furley. the (‘row
scout, the only person who went
withh Custer into (hietight and came

out alive—

I.ieut. Bradley, with his scouts,
on the morning of the 27th of June,
crossed to the opposite side of the
Little Horn from which the com-
mand was marching, and deployed
out through the hiils in skirmish
line. (The evening previous three
Crow scouts had reported to the
Lieutenant that Custer’s regiment
of cavalry had been cut to pieces.
This report was not credited by
Terry- and Gibbon; yet it was
known that they were approaching
the Indian villags, and the scouts
were, if possible,unusually vigilant
and active.) Abeut nine o’clock a
scout reported to Lieutenant Brad-
ley that he saw an object which
looked like a dead horse. The
Lieutenant found it to bLe a dead
cavalry horse, and, going a few
yards further on to the brow of the
hill, lcoking into the valley Lelaw,
a terrible scene was presented to
view. It was Custer’s bhattle field,
literally strewn with the dead of
the gallant Seventh Cavalry.
Lieut. Bradley rode hurriedly over
the field, and in a few minutes
time counted one hundred and
ninety-seven dead bodies. (Custe;
fell upon the highest point of the
field;and around him within a space
five rods sauare, lay forty-two men
and thirty-one horses. The dead
soldiers all lay within a ¢ircle em-
bracing only a few hundred yards
square. The Lieulepant immedi-
ately reported to Gibbon,which was
the first intelligence of the battle
received. A few moments later =
scout arrived from Reno's com-
mand, asking for assistance, and
Terry and Githon pushed forward
to the rescue.

Not a single sumivivor of (‘uster's
command was found, aud even up
to the time Gen. Terry made out
kis cfficial repert to Gen. Sheridan
It was supposed that the last soul
had perished. Dut when the com-
mand returned to the Yellowstone
they found there a Crow seout
named “Curley,” who, as verified
by Mujor Reno, rode out with Cus-
ter on that fatul day., Ile alone es
enped, and his account of the bat
tle we give belew. It isinterest-
ing, as being the only story f the
fight ever to be looked for from one
who was an actual participant on
Custer’s side—Curley being, in all
human probability, the only survi
vor of his command.

Custer, with his five cow panies,
after separating from Reno und his
seveln cowpaunics, mwoved to the
right around the base of a high hill
overlooking the valley of the Little
Horn through a ravine just wide
enough to admit his column of
fours. There were no sigus of the
presence of Indians on that side
(the right bank) of the Little Horn,
and the column moved steadily on
until it rounded the hill and came
in sight of the village lying in the
valley below. Custer appeared
very much elated, and ordered the
bugles to sound a ¢harge, and mov-
ed on at the bead of his celumn,
waving his hat to encourage his
men. When they neared Lhe river,
the Indians, concealed in the un-
dergrowth on the opprsite side of
the river, opened fireon the troops,
which checked the advance. Here
a  portion of the coramand were
diswwounted and thrown forward to
the river, and returned the fire ol
the Indians, During this time the
warriors were seen riding out of the
village by handreds, and deployed
actos= his front and to his leig, as if
with the intentiou of crossing Lhe
streamy on his right, while the wo-
men and children were seen has-
tening out of the village in large
numbers in the epposite direction.

Duiing the fight at this point
Curley saw two of Custer’'s men
killed who fell into the stream.
After fighting a few moments here,
Custer seemed to be convineed that
it was impractieable to cross, as it
only could be done in ecolumn of
fou:s, exposed during the time to s
heavy fire from front and both
flauks, He, therefore, ordered the
head of the column te the right,
and bore diagonally futo the hills,
down stream, his men on foot,
leading their horses. In the mean-
time the Indians had cro-sed the
river (some distance below) in im-
mense numbers, and begau to ap
pear on his right flank and in hLis
rear; and he hud proceeded but a
few hundred yards in the new
rection the column had taken,
when it became necessary to renew
the fight with the Indians who had
crossed the stream. AL first the
command remained together, but
after some minutes fighting it was
divided, a portion deploying cir
cularly to the left, and the remain-
der similarly to the right, so that
when the line was formed it bore a
rude resemblance to a cirele, ad-
vantage being taken as far as pos.
sible of the protection afforded by
the ground, The horses were in
the rear, the men on the line being
dismounted, fighting on foot. Of
the incidents of the fight in other
parts of the field than his own,
Curley is not well informed, as he
was himself concealed in a deep
ravine, from which but a small
parl of the fleld was visible.

The fight appears Lo have begun,
from Curley's description of the
situation of the sun, about 2:30 or
3 o'cloek p.m., and continued with-
out intermission until nearly sun-
set. The Indians had completely
surronnded the command, leaving
their horses in ravines well o the
rear, themselves pressing forward
to attack on foet. Confident in the
great superiority of their numbers,
they made several charges on all
points of Custer’s line; but the
troops held their position firmly,
and delivered a heavy fire, and
every time drove them back. C(ur-
ley says the firing was more rapid
than anything he had ever con-
ceived of, being a continuous roll,
like (as he exprésses |t) ““The snap-
ping of the threads in the tearing
of a blanket.”

The troopps expended all the
ammupition in their belts, and
then sought their horses for the
reserveammunition carried in their
saddle pockets,

As long as their ammunition
held out, the troops, though lesing
copsiderably in the fight, main-
tained their position in spite of all
the eflerts of the Bioux. From the
weakening of their fire towards
the close of the afterncon the In-
dians a to believe that their
ammunition was about exkausted,
and they made agrand final charge,
in the course of which the last of
the command was destroyed, the
men being shot, where they lay in
their positions in the line, at such
close quarters that many were
killed with arrows. Curle

says
that Custer remained alive ugh
tbe greater of the engagement,
animating - men to detéermined

resistance; but about an hour before
the close of the fight received a
mortal wound.

Carley say= the field was thickly
strewn with the dead bodies of the
Sloux who fell in the attacK—in
n considerably more tham
the force of soldiers engaged. He

is satisfled that their loss will ex-~
c#ed 300 killed, beside an immente

It mest particulams the aceount
given by Curley of thie ichit is con-
firmed l'_\' Lhe Jsition of the trall
made by Cuoster in his moveineats,
and the geneial evidences of the
battle field. ©@aly one discrepancy
is noted, which relates to the time
when the tight came to an end,

Ofticers of Reno’s command,who,
late in the afternoon, from high
points =urveyed the country in
amxious expectation of Custer’s ap-
pearance, and commantded a view
of the field where Le bad fought,
say that no ”_-._flllila_:.;' Was gnin;;' on
at that time—between five and six
o'clock. 1t is evident, therefore,
that the last ol Custer’'s command
was destroyed at an earlier hour in
the day than Curley relates.
