All now
knew that but for the Florence letter
Blaine would surely have been nomi-
nated by acclamation and equally sure,
we think, of election. Even after the
Floreace letter it was se obviously the
overwhelming desire of the republicans
everywhere to make him a candidate
in spite of himsell that of late there
has been little doubt among either
friends or foesa that the nomination
would still be tendered him, With a
full knowlédge of this he makes haste
to say now he considera himself
bound by the Florence letter to refuse
the nomjination, even if i¥ came to him
unsought and agalnst his expressed
wishes. Thisis an act of magnanimily
and self-abnegation, rare in political
history and will be sure to command
the appreciation of his regretiul bat
admirieg countrymen. Mesatime, the
republican party is confronted with
the immediate necessity ol . making
another choice. Unlike the party in
power it thinks it has many men iu the
rapks it for the highest honors of the
country. The one question now, as
from the beginmniog, is which one ol
them at once sure of the republican
States will be strongest in the doubt-
ful States.

nounces train service te Switzeriand,
Austria and Italy via Delle, thus avold-
ing German territory.

DEMOCRATIC CAUCTH.

WasHiNGTON, May 30.—There was a
thin sttendance st the dewocratic
house caucus tomight. Speaker Car-
lisle and Mr. Randall were not on
hand. BSprioger woke np the caucus
bf the presentatien of a resolution
binding all the: democrats Lo vote In
the house for the bill as it comes from
the caucus any only for such amend-
menta as are presented in the honse by
the dewocratic members of the ways
and means committee. The lanterpal
revennue sectiens of the bill have becn
only lightly touched upon 5o far and
this resolution stirred vp the North
Carelina members to & bitter onslaught
on the bill. They declared that their
.people wanted an unconditional repeal
of the tobacco tax instead of the com-
promise rednction made by the com-
mittee. They also served & notice upon
the caucus that the California members
as well as themselves, would have to
yote for the propesition to remeve the
revenue tax on frmit brandy, let it
come from the republican or demo-
cratic side, il the caucus refused to in-
clude that provision lo the bill, ,'This
brought Scoit to the front in defense
of the bill, and a Hvely discussion fol-
lowed., In deference to Lhe wishes of
the North Carolina members the reso-
lution was finally withdrawn in order
to allow them to hear an expression ol
sentiment by their state conyention.

A resolution was adopted pledging
the caucus to proceed with the con-
slderation of the tariff bill in the
House inunediately after the disposi-
tion of the legislative appropristion

Avotber resolution was adopted also
requiring all democrstic members Lo
be present or secure ttlrn during the
five minute debate in the House,
Stena (Missouri) offered a propo-
sition to restore the duty on lead ore
to within five per cent. of the existing
rate.
