ceeding. Young cAttle will rustle through
the winter In good thape on uncut corn
fodder with one good ration of corn a

day. Young horses will do the same,
but their grain rations should be oats
and corn in equal proportions. If the
corn it cut just at the grain It glaxlng
the animals will strip the ttalkt clean,
and also eat three or four jotnla off tl e
uprwr end.

good 'roughueeV to feed with corn, an
thnt It all It eloes make Tor milk or
beef It Is not worth half at much as good
timothy hay, aud cutting does not lu
crease ltavaluo in the least. Tlie long
stalks are a nuisance among the !ddln,(
And In Ibe manure pile, but It they an
placed where they are constantly tram
pled by cattle and horses they will toon
be broken up.

Tilt Itlclmess of 3111k.

A correspondent In the New York
Worl I writes!

Jersey cowt and their gra let are noted
forthe richu-- u cl their milk, but the
good qnallty of milk Joes not depend ex
cluslvely on the dairy breeds, for cowt
whose pedigree cannot be traced areoc
caslonally to be found that alto give
rich milk, nnd in lunch larger quantities
than the Jerse)S do. While mucll.no
doubt, depends ou the breed, a great
dual depends on the food given to the
cow. It out wnnlt milk to tail and
feeds for qnantlty alone, then Juicy
grass, green cornstalks, roots that con-
tain a good deal of water aud bran slops
will produce It. A constant moist diet
it belter adapted to the ) roductlon of a
large flow of milk than a dry one. If a
man wantt a cow to godry soon, giving
ber all the dry ttraw she will eat It u
good way to bring it about. Where
rich milk it desired, at leait a fair

of substantial aa well at succu-
lent food thonld be given, out of which
It can be made. Well cured clover hay,
corn fodder, cornmeal with a Utile oil-

cake meal, along with a wheat brin
math, will make a good winter ration
for a cow And increase the richness of
the milk. Cons ahould have all the
pure water they will drink, and while I

don't think It iui)a to warm water for
them through tho winter At a rule, It
ought not to be given them Ice cold.
Balling cowt regularly ta another Impor-
tant matter that ought not to be ueg
lee ted.
