Hut not one farmer iu ten will care to
give taem fhe attention they require at
certain seasons of the year; so the fevv
who do take good care of a flock will
And a good market for mutTon, and a
demand lor wool at some price, usually
enough to pay fo wintering the flock.
A farm which is rolling in its surface-seem- s

perfectly actdpted to sueep rais-m- g.

Such land needs grass en the
hill-top- s to keep it from washing, and
sheep need hill-top- s and sweet, short
grass. They like to lie down ou a hill-
side in the spring, where the sun
makes the groumf dry ana, warm, aud
where they are protectedfr,om the
cold sweep of the wind.

The greatest ptuflt iiom sheep is not
in murtou or wool, but 10 the enhanced
fertility ot the fa:Ui on which Lheg: an
kept. No other stock can compare
with sheep iu this direction. The in-

creased value cbmu6 Iruto two causes :

fhe larue quantity of solid aud liqaidmanure on ail the land, and
particularly 011 the highest and poorest
points in tne pasture. The mamtre,
being fine antl wellscattercd.ts pressedabout the roots of the grass, wnere it
gives the greatest possible benefit. An-
other source wheruby the grasses are
encouraged4 Js the destruction of
bushes and many kinds of weeds which
grow wnere cattle and horses only are
pastured. Hazel- - brush fares very
badly in the sheep' pasture, and
wild roses, rag-wee- burdocks,and other weeds are selected flrst, and
then the sheep look for grass. tIu this
way a sheep pasture .becomes like a
beautiful .lawn;' and every year grows
better; birt if the farmer sees "mil-
lions ii sheep," and over-stoc- ks his
fields, fjlen the grass eoes with the
tiushes and wees. Tnen the sheep
get poor, tumble do wu one after an-
other, their ambition lessens as their
flesh goes, aud the unfortunate owner,
or imprudent manager, votes sheep a
perfect nuisance. American Agricul-
ture iur Navembai.
