that were sent out in the last few years,
says the Washington Post,

The most remarkable among thess
reports will be those telling of the work
of the German Valdivia expedition,
which recently explored the seas off the
American, African, Indlan and Chinesy
coests; the final reports of the Agas
glz  expedition through the Pacific
ocean, the final reports of the h‘m"mm.
members of the Challenger expedition,
which are belng published now In Ge -
many In a magnificent edition with
colored plates, and the reports of the
various expeditions of the Prince of
Maonaco,

Twenty-flve vears ago the deep sen
wag an unknown world, Here and
there, scattered in museums far apart
and gazed at with amazement and Ig-
norant wonder and unavailing specula-
tion, were forty or fifty monstrous
shapes. They were deep sea forms that,
driven upward from their eternal nighy
by gome fatality, had been picked up
dend on the surface or washed ashore,
They taught the world nothing, Men
did not even know that they were deep

gon forms, It was belleved then that
thore was no life below a depth of 1,000
feet, Thoee forty or fifty uncarny erea-
tureg represénted no more to the world,
gelentific and lay, than dld the bodles |
of the strange red men which, accord.
Ing to tradition, were wathed on  the
ghores of the old world befire the dls.
covery of the new, hinting at the exist.
ence of unexplored realms inhabited by
unknown races but gupplylng no fur-
ther Information,

But when the first groping wire arm
of the firgt deep sea dredge vibrated oy
the bottom in the ooze of the black pits
of water, and those depths felt the thrdll
of human life for the first time since
the world was evolved from formless-
ness into helng, at once 4 new and aw-
ful page In the stupendous book of na-
ture was unfolded, it was a chapter of
revelation,

The writer often has heard Dr. Bean
tell the feeling of worshiping wonde,
and awe that overcame the two scient-
fstg when the traw] came up to the
gurface, He sald: “We wera both stand-
ing by the mouth of the net when, as
the seaman lifted .the end of the bag,
two strange forms fell out on the deck,
A single glance was enough to tell uy
that they were new to our fauna and
probably unknown to eclence, They
reemed like vigitorg fom another worlg,
and none of the strange forms which
have ginee pa#sged through our labora-
tory hag brought half so much interest
and enthugiasm. Now, looking back on
the great harvest in the field of oceanic
fchthyology which we have had the
pleasure of helping to garner in the fit.
teen years which have passed, ginee
that happy and eventful morning, it
seems Ineredible that Amerlean natur-
allats ghould not then have known
that only a few miles from the Amerl.
can coast there was a fauna as unlike
that of our shore as eanything that
could be found In the Indlan ocean or
in the seas of China."

Today more than 700 different kinds
of fish, taken from depths of 1,000 feet
and more, are known to sclence and
have been claggified. Great ag thin
harvest I8, no man knows or can Imag-
fne how many hundr=dg or even thous-
andg of other creatures live down there.
Fantastic and awesome as are the
ghapes that have been fished up, no
man can tell what still more awegomae
sghapes, defying the power of human
conception, dwell in fhe lost places of
the sea. Imagine that men lving be-
‘yond the clouds were to drop a few
wires with nets attached and trafl
them for a few thousand yvards along
our plaing or through our cities, What
few and soattered specimens wonld
they enllect! How conld they form even |
the sli=htegt {dea of the wonders that
lie hidden from their eyes? Even ¢o it
fs with up and our deep sea expeditions,
It ig equally beyond our trained scl-
ence tn speculate and our untrained
fmagination to grasp, the unknown ter.
rors, the unspeakable enormities, the
appalling deformities, the unearthly
horrors, that la in hiding deep in the
very grave of time,

The most grotegque imagination of
bellevers In the gupernatural of the
dark ages never formulated guch
shapes a= exist among the 700 vari-
oties of deen sea figh that already have
been brought to day, None of thelr
vampireg or basilisks was such a cren-
ture As I8 the bilnd eurypharynx pele.
canoldes, What lg not mouth in Rm
fs tall. Hix mouth is a cavern, The
Inwg are loose, and the creaturs can
soread and stretech them around a rep-
tile, Hirs gkin 18 black and leathery,
exactly similar to the wing membane
of & huge bat, His eyes are more
specky, but specks that gleam  with
concentrated wickednege, This fnered.
fbhly misshapen form has been flehed
up from the depth of mores than a mile
(5,388 feet), a depth at which the pres.
eure of the Incumbent ocean water is
s0 tremendons that it would crush n
man's body into nothing Casgt Iron
vegsele that have bren lowered into
these depths have been crumpled up
llke tiggue paper, Yet this soft. finless,
half-blind thine Hyeg there and swims
areund In the piteh dark,

Before [t flee thinga even blinder than
ft. The last faintest filtering of Nght
from above disappenrs totally at a
depth of less than 2000 feet, Beyond
that there ie eternnl night. But even
there, amid the wallowing and winding
of countless hlind things, thers are
eyes, Bome are tiny. like the baleful
holes out of which the ourvpharynx
glares, Others are beautiful and prom.
fnent and glowing. They belong to the
lamnp fieh, the phosphorescent creatures
that light thelr way as they procee ! by
shimmering phosphorescence produced
by thelr own herves,

One of the Hght bearers i Unophryne
lueifer, a truly democratic form. On
the top of his head he carries an appa-
ratus that la ldentical in shape with
the common Hght bulb of our ordinary
gmall electric lampa, From it he Aif-
fuees & hlurred white glow that s like
o star in the Blackness where he lves
That glow Muminates a horned head
and a face that Is a gareoyle. None of
the uneanny, frizhtening faces on
Notre Dame's famoug gargosies ecan
equal It In terror of expression and wild
exagireration.

[Akeé most of the ereatures fished up
from the great depths. this fish 1= vora-
clous enough to swallow antmeol- for
larger than ieelf  The first speclmen
ever captured fell o vietim to this hab-
ft. Tt swallowed another deep sea fish
that was almost &g long again Ay teclf
and go disarranged its {nternal meoh-
anlem that it ghot upward to the sur-
face, where it was pleked up by Capt,
Andresen, who wag fishing for turtle
off the island of Madeira, Since then
many specimens have been taken by
deep e trawle. The latter capture
was made by the Prince of Monaco,
while trawling from his steam yacht,
{he Princess Allce,

Another of the lamp fishes of the sea
that has been taken recently s Aethe-
prova effulgens. This s one of the big
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Floor of the Ocean--Built

Apparently to Do Swallowing Stunts.
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eyed figh of the oceanienight. Its lumin.
ous organ I8 enormous, lying Jke a great
gland over the entire region behind the
rour orbit of the ear and overlapping
the edge of the jaw. He is a scarch-
light fish, N0 human eye has scen the
wonderful creature flashing slong in its
terrible habitat, but sclentific exam-
inatlon shows that the luminous patch
that covers Its head serves exatly the
purpose that the headlight of a loco-
motlve does. The locomotive gimile is
carried even further, for all along ils
body the fish has rows of phosphores-
cent spots that must give powerful
light when he I8 alive, for even dead
specimens have given off light enough
to make .it possible to read fine print
under their {llumination. One can
lmagine Aethoprora dashing along on
Its trackless path exactly ke a traln,
the' headlight shining with dazzling
light In front and the spots gleaming
ilke the It windows of cars behind
The Albatross caught one of thesé
strange and beautiful creatures in the
deep hole off Porte Rico in 8,186 feet of
water,

The Valdivin captured one of the
most beautitul of the lamp fish in its
revent expedition. In his first report,
which has just been made public, Prof,
Carl Chun, who had charge of the ex-
pedition, #ays of this unique animal:

“It s & cephalopod (i deep sea squid),
a representative of the genuy Enoplo-

teuthis., It has twenty-four organs for
generating light, FEach of ts great
tentacles has two, Each eye is sur-
rounded with five. The rest are dis-

tributed over the body. Nothing uf all
of the wonderful manifestations of deep
sen forms can be compared even die-
tantly with the appearance of this
splendid creature. The body appears
a8 It It was set with o dladem of gor-
geous gemsg, The center lght of those
around the eyes {8 a bright, flashing
uitra marvine blue; the rest are of @
dalnty mother-of-peart color, On the
body the first row of lights {8 ruby.
The middle row 18 sky blue. The rest
are snew white and mother-of-pearl,
It was the most beautiful sight that we
ever saw,”

The Valdivia gathered scored of other
strange fish. She was fitted out with a
new form of trawl, which brought the
hest results ever attained in deep son
gearching. These nets in principle were
just like the common purses that close
with metal jaws, The net ig lowered
with the jaws locked. A minlature
propeller 18 o adjusted that ag soon as
the trawl reaches the desired depth and
tenglon is put on the lines that hold It,
{ts vevolution opens the jaws wide. The
propeller serew can be adjusted to close
the jaws agaln after making any de-
sired numher of revolutions. Thus It
wus possible to fish any depth and lock
the het whenever desired, and the ex-
plorers were sure that the trawl would
bring to the gurface only the creatures
dwelling In certain depths

In the Guif of Gulnea, 12,000 feet be-
low the surfice, the Valdivia's net
hrought up a fish whose eyes had be-
come lelescopes. They protruded out-
ward and stralght upward from his
queer, knifelike head, He was Opls.
thoprociug solatus, Nobody can even
conjecture for what odd purpose his
eyes were formed in this peculiar way.

What Is consldered one of the strang-
est captures of the Valdivia was that
of 4 new form of predacious fish, He Is
80 quUeer that no scientist has yet been
ablé to classify him, and hence he s
still nameless. He, too, has telescope
eycs, Instead of a tall, he has immense-
ly l(ml!I and finé flaments like spun
glass, He shines like a piece of polisked
metal, and hiz mouth is a death trap
of #piny teeth,

“It cannot be doubted,” sald Dr, Bean
to the writer, ""that somewhere in the
seqn, 4t an unknown distance below the
surfece, there are living certain fish-
like anlmals unknown to sclence and of
great slze, which come occaslonally to
the surface and glve a foundation to
stich stories as thoee of the gea serpent,

“To understand how little we know
of what is going on In midocean, think
of such a fish as chia smodon, This figh
has been taken only once in history by
a deep sea net, Yet flve times have
dead specimens been picked up entirely
by chance on the surface, showing that
the creature mast be abundant, An-
other ovean dweller which no exploring
ship ever has caught Is regalecus, or the
car-figh, It 18 a serpent-shaped, rapidly
swimming form, usually from eighteén
to gwenty«four feet long, Within the
past 160 years specimens have beon
stratided on the ghores of Denmark,
Norway, the Faroe islands, Seotland,
Ireland, England, France, Bermuda, the
Cape of Good Hope, India and New
Zealand. Gunther gives & list of forty-
four seen by natutalists, and thig, of
course, Is only an Insignificant part of
thoge which actually have been strahd-
ed, Tts world wlide distribution and the
numbeér of walfs prove that It is abun-
dant In midocean, yet the exploring
ships In all the years of thelr combined
searching have catight no gpecimen of
it, old or young"

Been a beautiful fall, hasn't 1t?
October was almost gs mild and
pleasant ag September, Just a
hint of winter's cold In the erisp,
bracing evening alr, Almost no
fire would do Why not make
vour home as comfortable in D
cember as it has been In the pas!
