by the fnob, and amid a pandemoniumof Jeers and yells of derision and de-
fiance, the crowd proceeded up Six-
teenth Street. At Sbfedd's cheap store
a halt was made and the-san- e pro-
gramme gone through with. IV ap-
pears Shedd recently discharged it
saleswoman who1 belonged to the wo-
men's branch of the Knights of Labor
organization-- , without asking the con-
sent of tjhat body. Milieu Lars com-
manding- readers to boycott Shedd's
cheapstore and boycott the Xetos were
distributed evervwhere.
