I That the terms of our circular
of Jan. 15 to contractors An 1 build-
ers be adhered to In full.

2 That none but competent men
be employed, with the exception of
apprentices; the num)crof appren-
tices to be employed by caeb. one to
be agreed upon mutually.

3 That to have all agreements
carried out in good faith tlie bosses
shall declare theirjobj and shops to
be union or, In other words, that the
employers shall recognize tho union
by hiring none but unio nmen, as In
no other way can disputes be ftilly
guarded against.

This morning was the time de-

cided upon ror the carpenters and
Joiners to quit work provided their
terms were not complied with.

In many cases today the employ-
ers acceded to the demand, i"or the
time being, al lea&l, and the men
continued at work. At other places,
howpver. tho 0Jo was ditTerent,
and quite a numlier of workmen
w ere out of employment today.

At the Sierra Xevada Lumber
Yard the blow or the strikers was
most severe. There they demanded
$3.30 ftir nine hours' work", but Mr.
Lynn refused to ry more than 35
centa per hour. Fourteen or his
employes went out, eight being
unloh men and six
Only fur employes were left iu
the mill and very little work
was done, (t was understood that
there would be uo difficulty In

men getting the wages, but
the company would not pay good
and poor workrren alike. There is
considerable dintr"nce cf opinion
between Mr. Lynn and the men,
and the outcome cannot yet be de-
termined.

Ita jou
think there is anything fair or
hononble in deciding, at 12 o'clock
at night, that you will refuse
to go to work at T odoek next
morning, ithout a word ot com-
plaint or notice to tour employers?
You never made any complaint to
us, and we never had any intima-
tion or your intention till informed
by the men this morning when they
quit work. Why were we not noti-
fied, to say the least, that we might
meet you and discuss tlie matter?

ilr. ftish jp There h an arbitra-
tion committee in the Scott build-
ing, where such questions can be
considered.

Mr. Woolley Do you suppec that
it l our business to hunt up that
committee at any and all times, anil
inquire of them if there is anything
golngtobesprungon us by tbe un-

ion, and ask for arbitration. We are
hardly in that line or business and
flnnt nrnnoe to te.

Mr. Bishop You knew there was
a going on about wages.

Mr. Woolley Ye, sir, and re-

ceived a circular about it, and we
gave what you asked. We object
to having our business run by others
ic this style

Jlr. Woolley made further expla-
nations of his position, which is
In substance the same as that
of a number of other em-

ployer", lie said "We have
no eJjecthn to paying the wages
asked for the tiie stated. But we
do object to paying full wagea to an
incompetent liana. There are not
enough good union carjientcis here
to supply Uie demand, and we con-

sider it a gros injustice to inflict
injury on us because there are
good workmen who will not
unite with tlie unions. We need
men who can do a certain
class of work, and we can nffonl to
jay them full mages for tLe amount
they do. But there are not enough
union men or that elat, and we are
sul Jecled to a strike ir we employ
additional men, merely becau'o
thoe men are not members or tlie
union.

To Mr. Bishop, Mr. Woolley said,

who arc not worth the full wages
they demand. There arc Blank and
Blank and Blank (naming se eral of
the menj and they cannot earn us
more than S2.75or $3.00 per day.
They admit that they aw not

workmen, and say they are
willing to work tor what they are
worth, but tne union won't let them,
and we cannot aflbrd to hire them."

Mr. Bishop The union will not
keep incomcteut men as mem-
bers.

Mr. Woolley But they do it.
And shall w e pursue a man to have
him expelled, and so place him
where he can get no employment at
all? He may be never so good a
man, but it his misfortune to
be flower than a s liand;
therefore ou shut him out or get-
ting w bat he can earn, cr compel us
to pay more than he is worth. You
may call that fair, but I do net.

We'll go on as we
are till a ehange comes, and you
are willing to meet us on fairer
grounds. We are willing to pay
good wages for good work, but we
object to cither jraj ing pocr w cri-
men high wages, or being made the
victims ofa strike because good men
dlUer in opinion w ith you In regard
to union.

A SCIESTibT TEtli HOW TO M.VKK

WAIJON COCKROACIIIS.

In a bulletin Just Issued by the
dlrHon of entomology, department
of Agriculture, Dr. V. C Itiley,
writing ot insect pests of the

describing various species
of cockroaches, says: "In the
latitude of Washington and further
south the crotonbug cats everything
which contains paste, and conse-
quently wall paper, photographs
and especially certain kiuds of cloth
book binding suffer severely from
liitlr attacks. Ina recent number
ot 'Insect Life will be found nn
account of severe injury dene to
certain or the important tiles lu the
Trcaury Department In Washing-
ton, the bindings or many import-
ant public documents being dis-
figured and destroyed. In the office
of the United btates Coast and
Geodetic Survey they have become
an intolerable nuisance by eating
ou" the surface and particularly the
blue and red pain, from drawings
of important mate.

But I need not elaborate further
upon the damage which they do.
I low to kill them and prevent this
damage is the question.

Without condemning other useful
measures or remedies like borax 1

would repeat here what 1 havo al-

ready urged In thee, columns viz.,
that in the free and persistent use of
California bubech or some other
fresh and reliable brand of pyretli-rur- u

orl'er-ia-n Insect owder w e find
the most satisfactory means or deal-in- g

with this aud the other roaches
mentioned.

Just before nightfall go into tbe
infested rooms and 1uU it into all
crevices, under baseboards, into the
draw era and cracks vf old furniture

In fact, wherever there Is a crack
and in the morning the floor wHl

be covered with dead and dying or
demoralized and paralyzed roaches
which may be easily swept up or
othtrwlse collected and burned.
With cleanliness and persistency In
these methods the pest may be sub-
stantially driven out of a house aud
should never be allowed to get foil
possesion by immigrants from with-
out.

For no other Inecl have so many
quack remedies been urged and so
many newspaper remedies

3Iany of them have their
good points, but the majority are
worthless. In fact, rather than put
fiitli in lialf or thev: which have
been published it were better to rely
on the recipe which T. A.Janvefi
gives in his charming article on
"Mexican Superstitions and Folk-
lore," tiubllshed in a recent number
or Sertincr't Magazine, as current
among the Mexicaus: To get rid of
cockroaches Catch three and put
them Ina bottle, and so carry them
to where two roads cros. Here hold
the bottle urfclde down and as they
fallout repeat aloud three credos.
Then all the cockroaches in the
bouse from which these thn e came
wlU go away. H'atAlnrton Star.

It had attained a vigorous man-
hood among Uie tribes of Northern
Europe before their wrltteu history
began. It reached its legal prime
in tlie feudal ages anl enjoy-
ed a new era of activity under the
ausplcesoflaterchlvalry. Its hardy
constitution enabled it to set al
naught tlie attacks or time, religion
and civilization till It was a d

anachronism long surviving
its usefulness. Ordeals o' various
kinds, in their essence a passive ap-
peal to the rower of nature as the
voice of God, once formed art of the
Judicial system or almost every na-
tion, v betlicr or the East or West.
Trial by combat, on the contrary. In
which tho litigants wcru Instru-
ments in the appeal as u ell as sub-
jects of it, had no such universality.
Angry men have fought from the
beginning, and will fight until the
end. But trial by combat, a delib-
erate slaking of a plea Uon the is-
sue of a duel, is a diflerent and far
higher thing.

It was not known to the Oriental
races until after contact with tlie
nascent chivalry or the West.
