, JAPANESE SILK.

EXPERIMENTS WITH W0BM3 THAT FEED
ON COMMON dAK LEAVES. :

Jtabert Banker, of this citv. has re
ceived from Japan ' adme eggs or the
Bombyx, Yam a Mai. the two Japanese
silk-worm- s. These eggs were reoeived
aboat two months ago. were hatched
almost immediately, and the worms are
nearly full, grown and commencing to
spin their cocoon a. Of twenty-tw-o eggs
received, nineteen were hatched, and
tney altogether promise- - to make quiteconsiueraoie amount or silk. The
Japanese silk-wor- m does not feed On
the maiterry, bat on; common I oak
eaves which It devours with great vo

racity. It is about twice the size of the
common, mulberry silk-wor- and its
cocoon is of proportionate size. This Is
the worm .which spine the Japanese
Silk, which ia..strong..; nd.mor, dur
able man tne common sunn, ana can oe
eold at greatly reduced prices. ' Mr.
Bunker thinks It can be afforded as
cheaply as' linen. The Japanese silk
bears washing, ana win. wnen it be
comes as cheap as it should, attain great
popularity. The worms are about two
and a half Inches long when fully
grown, of a pale green color, and are
about the size and shape of the common
tomato worm, mey are entirely narm- -

ia, as are an worms or this class
though squirming in a most disgusting
manner when touched. This is because
the moisture of the fingers closes their
delicate pores and makea them uncom-
fortable. Much handling would spee-
dily make them sick."? Bilk growers are
accustomed to touch them only with a
bit of i feather. The worm grows very
rapidly. after the first week, and is very
voracious, especially arter its frequent
moulting, which . occur . Hve er aix
times In its brier; life of less than three
months. 'Many of these eggs have been
sent to etomologlsts and amateurs, and
lh wnvma will ha Isprslw riMrimnt.

NUT ABANDONED.

AN SKGLISH VIEW OF, THE INDIRECT
CLAIMS BUSINESS. .

!

There ia In existence a treaty where
by, says the American government,
claims for indirect Josses are allowed

whereby they are excluded ' lays
the British government. Hereupon
there Is a long dispute never decided to
this day. Until it is decided, says the
British government and tha Indirect
claims are withdrawn or extinguished
by the decision we cannot consent to
arbitration on the direct claims. Bat
we have consented to go to arbitration
on the direct claims. And this (we
have done on the basis of two declara
tions one from the mouths of the arbitrators declared, without authority.another' by the President formally
made. In the first of these declara
tions the main question, whether the
Indirect claims pretended by the Amer
lean government are valid or not under
the treaty, is carefully excluded. The
right of compensation for certain losses
said by the Americans to be conferred
on them by the treaty is separate and
set apart, in so far as u is toucnea bytne aruitrators, 11 11 recognized as a
distinct and disputable question. The
other declaration la made by the Amer
ican government "l he agent or the
United btates is authorized to say that,
consequently, the above . mentioned
claims will not be insisted upon before
the tribunal by the United States, and
may be excluded from all consideration
in any award that may be made. Now;
the first declaration that of the arbi-
trators has no Value except as It ir ac
cepted by the government of the Unit
ed States. The resident says distinct-
ly that be accepts the declaration of the
arbitrators not as conclusive againstthe indirect claims epeclued.but as "de
terminative of the Important ques
tion I of public law involved."
In other woids he says to the
British government: "If this jde--
elaration ia to be taken in the
sense I put upon it, as determinative of
the whole question or. paouo law in
volved in the pretension of claim ,for
indirect losses, in that case I accept it.
And in consideration of the declaration
binr taken in that sense. I" with
draw the specified olalma?t Consent to
their extinction? jno, there le net a
word to that effect but in that case. 'I
will abstain from pressing these claims
any further before the present tribunal:
ney may di . ewuueu: iruui siiouuu

slderatlon in any 3 award this tribunal
may mate." Thus the claims are not
withdrawn; they are held In advance
(or so, the American government stay
hold; if they please), contingent on the
fulfillment of a certain condition;
namely, that the declaration ! of the
arbitrators shall be taken and agreedto as determinative of an important
question of publio law involved. What
men,1 Is the important question of pub-
lic law, the settlement of which Is the
"consideration" for not pressing: cer
tain specified claims? It is impossible
to name it with certitude, but if it is not
the new rule of international Jaw j in-
serted by the Senate in the supplement-
ary treaty as their condition far' with
drawing the Indirect claim,' what Is
ii? xfo doubt we rejected the new rule;
but If we have not-sro- t it back araln. aa
