The house cf Uncle Remus is an-
TIdeal one-

cottage
It is a rambling 1 u en Ann

containing about nine rooms
all ol which are on ore floor Below
this there is n basement and above it an
nlllc anti I about it runs a vine covered
porch big enough to hold Beer Rabbit
and all Im Irlends should they happen
to cult It Is In one of the prcukst
suburbs ol Atlanta and still it has a big
enough yard to make it a sort of a
country estate as u ell as a city hone
It contains store than five acres of land
and its surroundings are those ol a farm-
We walked back through the fields be-

fore we entered the house to look at the
donkies which the young Harris child-
ren ride and to pat the two beautiful
yellow Jersey cows which are among
Mrs HanU pets There Iis a big
chicken yard just back ol the house and
blot brother and sister chickeis were
running to and fro as we looked through
the netting Uncle Remus took an
almost childish delight in showing me
his possessions lie pointed out 1m big
strawberry bed where he raises the
most luscious fruit and told me how
his asparagus was ready for the table
at the lira of the season We walked
among hit flowers and spent some time-
in adnurini his roses which thoughtit
is now almost winter are still blooming
He has 1 venture more than one hun-
dred rose bushes and he told me that
he had in his garden sixty seven diner
eat varieties lie said he would have a
thousand if he were rich enough and us
I saw him handle the Mowers I could see
that he roved them

We sat a moment on the porch and
then entered the wide hall which runs
through the house and into which the
living rooms oper At the back is the
parlor and at the toil the sitting room
and work shop There is nothing ol the
machinery ol a newspaper editor or liter-
ary man to be seen Uncle Remus
uses but few books in his work A pen-
cil and a few strips 01 blank riming
paper ore all that are needed to make
thin Uocle Remus stories

Mr horns handles these and with
his short stub pencil toucle the hearts
and tickles the sides ol millions lie
does his wilting with his amity about
him and his best stories have been
writtinlwith a baby at his elbow

New York Evening Post This sur
prised me as the Post you know iis a-

very sedate paper and it seems to Ikeep-
as far as possible Irom the frivolous
Well 11 wrote more of the sketches
They wers also quoted and within a
short time Uncle Remus and hits tales
became a regular feature of ny work
