This was followed by dancing anl
singing, which waa conducted with
great preclalou, and tbe contortions of
thtlrbodUsnero truly sur rising.

cathedral little less than two hun-
dred, the Utter ctntlng$SUO,OOd, It It
recorded that It was built with the
savlugs of a very rich sliver mine tu
close proximity to thlt olfy, by au ar-

rangement of saving twelve cents, lna
retorvo fund fromuvery eight ouuoca
of sllvor taken froai tbe mine, and
eight yoara of such savings erected the
calhodral, which stands w 1th Its dome
and two towering spires Jutt south of a
magnlflcout plain. We next pasted
tho mint, soldiers' barracka, Hidalgo's
monument and phuxt, tho old aque-
duct with forty arcbts in one span,aut
a promauade down tho Alamada.
