RUNNING THK GAUNTLKT.

INDIAN JERRV'8 NARROW KSCAPK FROM

COUNTKYMEK.

About three years ago "Indian Jer
ry," In an aSray at or near Fresuo
Flats, belabored one ot his own race to
sucn an extent that be died from the
injuries received at Jerry's bauds, lie
was arrested and tried lor the offenn
before a local masistaate and sentenced
to l.uuu days imprisonment in the coun
ty jail. There was no warrant la law
for the proceedings, but the Court
doubtless deemed that it possessed
equity powers, and concluded that un-
der them it had the right to decide
cases of this kind as a sort of "Indian"
branch of Jurisprudence. At any rate,
such was its decision in the matter.and
a commitment was made out in accord
auce therewith. Jerry was sent to
jail, and no appeal was taken, as he
seemed satished with bis sentence.
Soon af ter his incarceration he was
made a trusty, and proved valuable as-- i

aruage aoout tne jail, carrying slops.
sawing wooa ana working on the
grounds, lie was faithful, docile and
ooeoient, ana soon became! well known
to every one i who bad daily business
about the court house. With all the
stoicism Of ant Indian be came and went
as he Was bidden, and in almost every
particular, observed his parole of hon-
or as a trusty. The result was that
Jerry: was well liked about the court
bouse by those having charge of bim.

When his term expired he was dis-
charged, and Sheriff Meade wished hlm
to remain. at Fresno, and wanted to
employ him at his place. However,
Jerry bad a longing for the foothills
and wanted to go up and see his peo-
ple first. So'hc returned to tbe regiou
adjacent, to Fresao Flat, at tbe same
time knowing that he. had some ene-
mies there amongst hU own people.
Nothing further was .heard of him un-
til recently, when the report came down
that Jerry and three other Indians. had
left Tresuo Flats on the 4th Inst., all
pretty drunk, and that next morningone ot the number, To-wa- t, was found
oh the road some fdUr miles from Fres-
no Flats in a dyiug condition, his bead
having been crushed by repeated blows
from which be soon after died. Jerry
disappeared, and the other two Indians
mentioned claimed, mat they separatedfrom Jerry and To-w- at and knew noth-
ing of tbe fray. A warrant was issued
charging Jerry with murder, and Dep-
uty Sheriff Morg. N ichois was selected
to llnd Jerry. After some time
he got track of blna, and
last Thursday found bim In a
rancberia of the Mono tribe three
miles east of Bethel. Jerry offered so
resistance to arrest, and denied that be
naa aone xo-w- at to death, lie was
taken at once to the Flats andplaced in
tue strong wooaen calaboose there,
awaiting his ixami nation. TheJla- -
otana, with whom To-w-at seems to
nave been very popular. were very much
Incensed at Jerry, and announced that
tney would, kin him If be was dis
charged by the Court.. It was not
thought that they would molest bim so
long as ne was in charge of the o racer.

THK REV. FATHER BODFISH DlSCUSSliS
THK THKOBY Ob THEIR DISCOVERY

: OF AltKRICA.

It was indeed pleasintr soectacle to
see the crowded attendance of the
Bostonian Society at the Old State
House. Tuesday afternoon, and the
cause for sncb- - gratifying numbers was
undoubtedly xue fact that the Itev.
Father J. P. Bodtish was to discuss the
first discovery of America, with refer
ence to tbe claims in favor of the
Norsemen in the tenth century. Tbe
regular routine business preceded tbe
lecture, and several uew members were
admitted and valuable gifts and loans
to. tne society ny aitterent persons were
announced and acknowledsred. Presi
dent Curtis Guild anally presented the
not-- d lioston atvine to his already in-
terested audience.. His delivery was
ea-- y, yet (striking, and his remarks were
of a character to command the closest
attention of his listeners. Mr. Bodtlsb
prefaced his theme with a short history
ol the new continent, and dwelt, at
soms length on the theory that the Irish
were tne nrst race to discover and ex
plore America. They were byimany
persons believed to have come to
America at or near the coast of Mexico
and South America. The Norsemen,
however, seem to have been the Hrpt to
have any reasonable claim to the dis
covery of the continent. Long before
tney inhabited Iceland or Greenland
they had obtained a world wide repu-
tation as being the most daring men as
soldiers and sailor's. They were the
ttrot, iodeed, who were known to sail
by or on the wind. They were not only
brave ana nardr seamen, but they had
an excelent knowledge of navigation.
Had .they not . been thoroughly
well versed in the 'caief
rudiments of navigation, they
could never have made the voyages
and discoveries that are now credited
to them. Tbe all important questionthat he was to present to the society
wast' "Were the Norsemen actually
the llrst discoverers and explorers: of
the New England coast?" This query
would seem to provoke anotner.wbicu,
U.nolved, would establish beyond a
doubt whether or not taey were the
first discoverers of this continent..
This was as to the date of the so a ou-ecrl-

which give the account of the
early voyages of the Icelanders. It
they. were then there
woulu.be m lurlher need oi any dis
cussion. .

Mn Bodnsa then spoke of the man
ner in wnich the Norsemen preserved
traditions,. They had professional his-topia- nav

poets and songsters who were

The decree to which tbev cultivated
their memory was especially marvelous
The atorv oi the discovery, exploration
and settlement of tbe New England
shores was then graphically related by
Father from the records of the.Bodji&n,i f . . . i : . ..a . .nation ana wuu ine' iu ui a mj)uiFinland. In the year l.OOO.Leif, the son
of Eric the lted. with thirty-nv- e men,
set sail from Iceland, and, alter an ex
tended voyage, finally struck the scores
oflihoie Inland, and there made a
l:i.n1iiHr anil Kttlament.

Alter a snort stay auring wnica time
the discovery of Krapes was made by
one of the partv. a Oerruan. the com- -
diqt returned to iceiana witn a cargo
of grapeg and lumber. The success of
the llrst vovage resulted in two sub
sequent voyages in 1004 and 1007, but
both or these were ultimately ois
astrous, and, after the third expedition
returned, notnins more in regara to
the settlement of the new land was at-

tempted. In speaking of the relics
that had been lef tfcy these early set
tlers. Mr. Bodflsh mentioned the liigut
on Rock, but more particularly dwelt
on the tower more Known as tne "uia
Mill at Ne wport." He thought, basing
his remarks on the authority of other
and especially a Mr Forbes, who has
given the subject great study, that
there could be but little doubt that this
was Huilt bvthe Norsemen. It corres
ponds exactlv to similar towers of
Nort.e orisin that are now found In
France. Italv and Germany, abd the
one at Newport, from Its site and euf
roundimis. was evidently designed by
the settlers as a place of refuge and
lortitlcation. In the records of the Oath
olic "Church of Rome the missionary
work done by tbe Norsemen in America
was Chronicled, and the date .precedes
the Columbian period:. At the close of
his remarks Mr; Bodflsh was warmly
applauded and tendered a vote of
thanks. An exceedingly Interesting
part ot the afternoon's entertainment
occurred wnen Mr. Hamilton A. Hill
offered tbe following resolution : "That
the Isoclety would respectfully protes
aaainat tbe erection now or at at any
other time of any building of any kind
ution the common or-poon- c tiaruen
wnich had been detltcated to the.f ree
use and accession of all the citizens of
this community." The speaker had
hardly offered his resolution when a
warm ana interestingaeoace wok pi ace
on tne question, but the resolution was
anally passed.

Ice Houses For Farms.
JLt seems rather curious" for farmers

living near ponds and streams.or where
ice may be obtained by hauling even
for six or sevenmiies. that they should
be without ice in the summer. Not
more singular, however, than the ad
vice which we have lately seeu in some
Journals, whose editors ought to know
better, wherein the advice is given that
icehouses should be built below the
ground. Once, Indeed, it was thought
to be the! only feasible way of preserv-
ing ice, 'until practice and common
sense taught that its preservation
above ground was not only Cheaper,
but that the Ice was tuns more surely
preserved. The fact Is, ice may be tol
erably well kept wnen simpiy stacKea
Up, if in alar'gtf body and Covered with
straw sufficient to keep away air and
rain Tho mrnrit.nrp ot an ice house ia.
bowevre, at once so simple and cheap
that this is hot at all necessary ; and.
any fanner of ordinary mechanical
skin, may easily pnuu. one or ujiu-sel- f.

Killing Paupers in London.

The business of killing paupers in
the London workhouses goes on nier- -'
rilv. Of course no account is made to
tbe public of tnose who are starved to
death, but no less than live cases, death
from cruelty or neglect, have been un
covered within a few weeks. Epilep-
tics in one institution were allowed to
roam about unattended, and one fell
lato tbe fire and was cremated. Nurses
txmud the hands of an Old blind wo
man to' save themselves a little trouble,
and the poor creature was found dead
in per bed with her wrists tied togeth-
er. Injuries by norses caused the death
of a helpless paralytic. An imbecile,
very old, was beaten with a strap so
that he died. A man CO years old aud
feeble, who was give a a cold bath, was
seized with a chill and died before the
two attendants who murdered him
could sret him out Of the water. '

The deaths that result from similar
treatment that are never heard of must
outnumber those (which are made a
subject of inquiry. 0f each fifteen
deaths that occur in the city of Lon-
don, one is either In the workhouse or
hospital. Tbe inmates of tbe work-
house are fed on spoiled meat, decayed
vegetables and bread "which would
answer well for modeller's clay," as
one daring gnardlan expressed It: Of
course, a lot of people are getting rich
on tbe contracts for supplying iood.
