I
found in him a pleasant, quiet young

to cattle-raisi- ng on the plains. There
was nothing of swagger or egotism in
his conversation, but rather the manly
mouesty of a gentleman.

"I suppose you met with plenty of
adventures?" 1 said. -- ...

"I really don't know," he answered,as I've ever , nad an ad
venture that would Interest
you, in my five years of. cattle punch
ing as they call It. You've heard
plenty of In un yarns, I've no doubt
one almost !ust like another, A lot o
whooping and hard riding, some fancy
suooiLug, anu peruaps two or tnree
scalps lost. One soon gets tired ol
them. Uut I don't mind telling youone of my adventures, such it was,

A year ago last Fall, Jim Caldwell
and 1 Jim was my 'mate' then were
worKins tor 01a sam vesy. a dik -- cat.
tie king up our way; and there with us.
at tne rancn, tnree otner ieiiows.gooa,
square, wn boys every one
of them.

"This ranch was way tip on Kose
Creek, close to the Crow Country;
that's the reason there were so many
of us together; and our business was
to keep about six thousand head of
cattle 'rounded In' between the mouth
of the creek and Seven Men's Buttes,
awav un nlirh the head of It.

"we never feared any danger, for of
late years the Crows have done noth-
ing worse than ran oft stock, on the
siv. into the mountains: and they
won't do that u there is any risK aoout
the business.

"But there was a little real danger,
though we never thought much about

The reason is that in some
counties the County Attorney, who by
law is the preeecutor of criminals,
violate bis oath' of office, and-- for
moneyar popularity with the saloon
Interest for a time defeat the ends of
justice,The term of this offlce Is two years,
and at the coming fall elections the
people have the opportunity and will
certainly improve it to give these un-
faithful servants their anal discharge,and then j
